	PROGRESS REPORT ON ACTIONS TAKEN TO MAKE THE REGION SAFER SINCE THE OCTOBER 2003 WILDFIRES (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 2, 2003 (2,3,4) and on December 9, 2003 (6,7), the Board of Supervisors directed staff to take several actions to improve fire protection in response to the devastating wildfires that burned through the county in 2003.  Actions taken since this direction have included amendments to County Building and Fire Codes, Wildland Urban Interface Standards, and the Biological Mitigation Ordinance relating to fire resistive construction and clearing.  They have also included incorporating fire prevention strategies into the discretionary project design and review process, funding fire and life safety helicopters, authorizing a Community Emergency Notification System (CENS), appropriating funding for Regional Communication System (RCS) enhancements, establishing the Fire Safety and Fuels Reduction Program, creating partnerships for combustible vegetation inspections, improving fire suppression and prevention through contractual services and accepting enforcement of combustible vegetation ordinance in select fire districts.

On September 29, 2004 (1), the Board of Supervisors held a Board Conference for the purposes of reviewing the progress that has been made to make the region more fire safe since the October 2003 Wildfires. Today’s progress report is to further update the Board on actions taken and to provide County staff and partnering agencies the opportunity to report to the public on actions taken since the October 2003 Wildfires to make this region safer from wildfires. Local, state, and federal agencies that are a part of the collective response to a large-scale wildfire have been invited to participate.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Under the leadership of the Public Safety Group and Land Use Environment Group, the County has assembled a Business Continuity Planning Team that has been tasked with coordinating the development of a business continuity plan (BCP) for County of San Diego Priority A service areas.  Priority A services areas have been defined as areas that must operate on a continuous basis to protect life and safety.  

One of the steps necessary for completing an enterprise-wide BCP is to conduct a business review by performing a business impact analysis (BIA) and risk assessment (RA) and developing a mitigation plan.  The outcomes of a BIA and RA include: 1) the identification of critical service areas; 2) an inventory of essential resources for priority service areas; 3) the identification of risks to continuous operations; and 4) a plan to invest County resources to mitigate key risks to priority service areas.

	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2005-07 Operational Plan.  If this request is approved, it will result in $182,976 in costs for Fiscal Year 2005-06.  The funding source is available Fiscal Year 2004-05 Public Safety Group Fund Balance and overrealized revenue generated by the extended Five Star parking lease on the downtown block parcel approved for purchase by the Board of Supervisors on September 20, 2005 (6).  If approved, this request will require the addition of zero staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Sheriff’s Department has been a leader within the law enforcement community when it comes to non-lethal and less-lethal weapons and currently has various types of non-lethal and less-lethal weapons available to deputies. The Department began testing and evaluating the Taser X26, a proprietary technology device manufactured by TASER International Inc. in January 2005.  The Taser X26 can be carried on the deputy and the department has determined this device to be the best less-lethal weapon immediately available for deputy safety and public protection.  This request is for the sole source procurement of the Taser X26, a handheld less-lethal weapon which will supplement the department’s other weapons for use in the event of conflict situations.  TASER International is the only provider of Taser type devices.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is overrealized Proposition 172 revenue from Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  If approved, this request will result in approximate current year costs and revenue of $850,000 and subsequent year costs of approximately $50,000 for service and supplies which will be funded by Proposition 172 revenue. If approved, this request will require the addition of zero staff years.

	HEALTH CARE SAFETY NET ASSESSMENT AND FORECAST  (DISTRICT:  ALL)



	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 22, 2005 (12), the Board considered a proposal by Supervisors Cox and Roberts to conduct a first of its kind long range needs assessment and analysis of the future inpatient, outpatient, emergency and trauma health care needs of the region over the next twenty years.  The purpose of the study is to understand how a growing and changing population will access services in the health care system, and how we can work with our community partners in ensuring a viable health care safety net into the future.  During discussion of the item, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to review the scope of work, phasing of the study, utilization of previous studies, timelines and costs associated with conducting the assessment.  

In order to respond to these issues, a Request for Statement of Qualifications (RFSQ) was developed to solicit a consultant to perform the needs assessment.  Two organizations were found to be responsive to the RFSQ, and have been placed on a list of pre-qualified organizations and individuals with whom negotiations could be conducted.  Today’s action requests authorization for the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate with these organizations and award a contract for the Health Care Safety Net Assessment and Forecast.  Approval to submit a grant application to fund a portion of the assessment is also requested.

	Funding for this request is budgeted in the FY 05-06 Operational Plan.  Grant funds may be available to offset a portion of the total costs.  There will be no change in net General Fund and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has demonstrated a continuing commitment to the welfare of children in San Diego County through a number of actions in recent years.  On October 19, 2004 (7) your Board approved the first County Self Assessment and System Improvement Plan (SIP), which the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) Child Welfare Services and the Probation Department submitted to the California Department of Social Services to meet State requirements.  This plan focuses on enhancing the County’s child welfare and probation systems, emphasizing safety, permanency and family well-being for children in the foster care system.

In line with your Board’s goals, HHSA’s Child Welfare Services program and the Probation Department’s Juvenile Field Services division successfully competed for a State funding opportunity and have been awarded $457,395 to implement three child welfare improvement projects: Parent-Peer Support Groups, Project Keep and Foster Parent Training.  These programs are aimed at supporting the County’s ongoing efforts to improve outcomes for children in the Child Welfare and Probation foster care programs.  

Today’s action requests the Board of Supervisors to accept and appropriate funds totaling $457,395 to implement these child welfare improvement projects. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are not included in the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in one-time additional costs and revenue for Child Welfare Services of  $370,207 and one-time additional costs and revenues of  $87,188 for Probation, Juvenile Field Services. The funding source is the Child Welfare Services Improvement Project Grant.  There is no funding match required, no change in the net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego currently owns and occupies the County 
Operations Center Annex property, consisting primarily of a 355,000-square-foot building on approximately 19.5 acres, at the southeast corner of Ruffin Road and Clairemont Mesa Boulevard in the Kearny Mesa area of the City of San Diego. This property was acquired in 1976 to have one centralized location for Planning and Land Use and other County service-oriented functions. The building was constructed in 1961 and is inadequate for future County needs. The County Operations Center is 37.2 acres and contains buildings of 469,000 square feet, occupied by several County departments.  

On September 20, 2005 (2), on the recommendation of Supervisor Ron Roberts, the Board of Supervisors directed and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to develop a Request for Proposals to solicit private sector interest in the redevelopment of the County Operations Center Annex property as a business/residential/governmental center to include revenue-generating private development and an option for the redevelopment of the County Operations Center.  The issuance of this Request for Proposals will allow the County to consider a variety of options for the development of these sites to provide facilities for existing and anticipated County operations, and to potentially provide funding for other County projects through private development of these properties.

Your Board is requested to authorize the Director, Department of General Services, to issue a Request for Proposals to evaluate, in detail, the conceptual plans and financial capability of potential developers of the County Operations Center Annex for a multi-use master-planned development, with an option to include redevelopment of the County Operations Center.  The responses to the Request for Proposals will be due by January 31, 2006. This item also establishes appropriations of $120,000 for staff time and consultants to assist in the Request for Proposals process, site plan review, environmental and engineering issues, and other related activities.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not budgeted.  This proposal will amend the Facilities Management Internal Service Fund in the amount of $120,000 to provide necessary staff time and consulting services to assist with the preparation and evaluation of the responses to this Request for Proposals.  It is anticipated that the $120,000 cost will be recovered through developer deposits if an Exclusive Negotiation Agreement with a developer is executed.  When the Exclusive Negotiation Agreement is presented for your Board’s approval in July 2006, additional staff and consultant costs (which cannot be estimated at this time) will be required prior to execution of a Disposition and Development Agreement, with recovery of $100,000 of those costs from additional developer deposits.  Further development costs after the execution of the Disposition and Development Agreement would be offset by project revenue.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Future positive business impact on the Kearny Mesa community could occur through increased business activity generated by the construction of a large, master-planned development on the County properties.

	The citizens of San Diego County expect high quality service whether shopping at a local business or requesting a service delivered by a local government agency.  In fact, customers served by the government should have even higher expectations from public agencies because they cannot go elsewhere for service. Customer service improvement is one of the Board’s priorities, and a key theme of the Chief Administrative Officer's goals.  Providing residents of San Diego County with superior County services in terms of quality, timeliness, and value is one way this County is earning the respect and support of its residents.

Customer feedback is provided to the County through the Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey and numerous departmental customer service surveys.  We also assess the quality of service delivery internally through Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys.  

This report summarizes customer satisfaction data obtained from the following survey tools: 

· The twelfth Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey, conducted in May 2005, and

· The three Mystery Shopper and Phone Shopper Surveys conducted during calendar year 2005.

As was shown in previous Surveys, the County’s customers remain generally satisfied with County services.

The results for the May 2005 Countywide Customer Satisfaction Survey were distributed to departments through the Customer Service Leadership Committee.     The departments also receive the results of each round of Mystery and Phone Shopping Surveys to encourage continuous program improvement.
