	ACCEPTANCE AND APPROPRIATION OF CLEAN SCHOOL BUS GRANTS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to authorize the acceptance by the Air Pollution Control Officer of grant agreements with the State Air Resources Board for the Lower-Emission School Bus program and with the federal Environmental Protection Agency for the Clean School Bus USA program.  These two grants will fund school bus emission reduction projects that help protect schoolchildren from harmful diesel emissions. 

In Fiscal Year 2003-04, the State allocated $4.6 million in Proposition 40 funds to the Air Resources Board to continue the statewide Lower-Emission School Bus Program.  The Air Pollution Control District received $390,000 of this allocation to purchase new, safe, lower-emission school buses for public schools in San Diego County. 

The Air Pollution Control District recently received a notice of award for a Clean School Bus USA grant from the Environmental Protection Agency for $355,000 to retrofit existing 1992-2002 heavy-duty diesel school buses with particulate matter filters.  

All public school districts in the County were notified of the program and invited to apply.  The application period ended on September 3, 2004.  Applications from school districts for both the federal and State school bus programs will be prioritized using District and program criteria.  The Air Pollution Control Officer will report back to the Board with recommendations for allocation of funds to the successful school districts meeting the requirements of the funding sources.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the school bus programs of $390,000 from the State Air Resource Board and $355,000 from the federal Environmental Protection Agency are not included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in a one-time current year cost and revenue of $745,000.  This request will result in no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  The grants do not reimburse full cost.  The indirect costs estimated at $37,250 are already included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan and are fully funded by Air Pollution Control District budgeted revenue.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Waive Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts - Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.  Funding for indirect costs is included in the adopted Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the State Lower-Emission School Bus Program grant of $390,000 for the period July 1, 2004, through December 31, 2005, to purchase new school buses for public schools.

3. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, payment requests, agreements and amendments, which may be necessary to secure grant funds for the Environmental Protection Agency Clean School Bus USA grant of $355,000 for the period October 1, 2004, through September 30, 2005, to retrofit school buses with particulate matter filters.

4. Establish appropriations of $745,000 in the Air Quality School Bus Program based on unanticipated revenue of $390,000 from the State Air Resource Board for the Lower-Emission School Bus Program to purchase new public school buses and $355,000 from the federal Environmental Protection Agency for the Clean School Bus USA program to retrofit particulate matter filters on school buses.
