WAIVER OF BOARD POLICY I-106 TO ALLOW FUTURE ANNEXATION AND CONNECTION TO LAKESIDE SANITATION DISTRICT  (DISTRICT: 2) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 10, 1986 (4), the Board adopted Policy I-106, which defines priorities and criteria for determining future sewer service via the Mission Gorge Trunk sewer for the Alpine Sanitation District, Lakeside Sanitation District and the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.  The Policy requires that no application to annex to the Lakeside Sanitation District will be accepted unless the property is located within the Lakeside Urban Limit Line and the Sanitation District’s Sphere of Influence.  The property discussed in this request is within the Urban Limit Line, but not within the District’s Sphere of Influence.

On August 5, 2004, the Department of Environmental Health issued a site inspection letter stating the vacant 4.13-acre parcel is severely impacted by steep slopes and underground rock.  These conditions do not allow for sufficient percolation to support an on-site waste disposal system; therefore, connection to public sewer has been recommended.  There is sufficient capacity to connect to Lakeside Sanitation District. The property is located on Lakeside Avenue just north of Channel Road.

This is a request for Board approval of a waiver of Policy I-106.  This action will enable the property owner to proceed with the annexation application process.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are application fees, which are paid by the customer.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund as a result of this action.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that a waiver of Board Policy I-106 is an administrative activity and therefore exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines Section 15060(c)(3), because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378 of the CEQA Guidelines.

2. Waive the requirements of Board Policy I-106: Establishment of Priorities for Limited Sewer Capacity in the Mission Gorge Trunk Sewer Line so that the owners of Assessor Parcel Number 392-090-09 may submit application to the Lakeside Sanitation District for annexation and connection to the District’s sewer system.
