	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 6, 2002 (18) the Board of Supervisors amended the San Diego County Administrative Code to waive permit fees for rebuilding structures damaged by natural disasters.  As a result, when a natural disaster occurs, the Board of Supervisors may adopt a resolution identifying the geographic area affected by the disaster  that is eligible for fee waivers.

If approved, this Board Letter will formally declare the area damaged by the Cedar, Paradise, Otay/Dulzura, and the Roblar II Fires eligible for the permit fee waivers.  It will also authorize the Director of Planning and Land Use to finalize the eligibility map, since the boundaries of the affected areas are unknown at the time of docketing.

	If approved, waiver of the permit fee structure will reduce revenues and increase the net general fund allocation by an unknown amount, estimated to be the range of $2,000,000.  There will be no increase in staff years.
