	<The Jamacha Sewer Siphon is a pressurized sewer pipeline system that was constructed in the 1980’s to transport sewage from the Rancho San Diego Pump Station to the Spring Valley Outfall Sewer (Thomas Guide page 1291, E-1 and E-2).  The two-mile long siphon along Jamacha Boulevard in Spring Valley consists of 12-inch and 21-inch diameter pipes encased in concrete.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to install a diversion manhole and structure siphon so it can be cleaned or bypassed in the event of an emergency.
This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Jamacha Siphon Bypass Improvements.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Construction is scheduled to begin in February 2009 and be completed August 2009.>>
