	<The Olive Vista Drive and Jefferson Road Improvement Project, in the community of Jamul, will provide dedicated routes for students to walk or bike along a 0.9-mile segment of Olive Vista Drive from Oak Grove Middle School to Jefferson Road, and a 0.07-mile segment of Jefferson Road, between Olive Vista Drive and Lyons Valley Road.  The project will widen the existing two-lane road, install bike lanes and asphalt walkways on the east side of Jefferson Road and north side of Olive Vista Drive, install disintegrated granite walkways on the west side of Jefferson Road and south side of Olive Vista Drive, underground overhead utilities along Olive Vista Drive, and reconstruct the vertical curve alignments along Olive Vista Drive to improve the road’s profile and sight distance (Thomas Guide page 1292 H-1, J-1). 

Construction of the planned improvements requires acquisition of either right-of-entry permits or temporary construction easements, and permanent easements over a total of 21 properties. Appraisals for the required property interests were completed and an offer for appraised value was made to each property owner in February 2007.  To date, 18 owners have signed right-of-entry permits or real property contracts agreeing to sell the required property interests to the County including the Jamul-Dulzura Union School District, which has donated easements required along the frontage of the Oak Grove Middle School.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned-property owners are ongoing.  However, the project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time.
On September 24, 2008 (6), the Board set a hearing for October 29, 2008, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for the remaining unsigned parcels.  Today’s request is for the Board to adopt the Resolution of Necessity for the Olive Vista Drive and Jefferson Road Improvement Project.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On February 4, 1992 (17), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to pursue acquisition of land at Volcan Mountain.  To date, County, State, federal, tribal and other entities have acquired more than 32,000 acres in the Volcan Mountain Focused Planning Area, including 2,731 acres owned by the County.  

The Nature Conservancy recently negotiated an option agreement to purchase a total of 1,648 acres, in three separate acquisition phases, from the private land-holding known as the Rutherford Ranch.  The land is located immediately west of Volcan Road between State Route 79 and San Felipe Road, within the study area for the future East  County Multiple Species Conservation Program Plan (Thomas Guide Page 409, L-10).  The Nature Conservancy is proceeding with the first-phase purchase of 467 acres.  Following the close of escrow for its purchase of the property, The Nature Conservancy will sell approximately 206 acres to the County for inclusion in the Volcan Mountain Preserve and transfer the remaining 261 acres to the Volcan Mountain Preserve Foundation.  On September 24, 2008 (8), the Board set a hearing for October 29, 2008 to consider approving the purchase of 206 acres from The Nature Conservancy

Today the Board is requested to approve the purchase of 206 acres in Volcan Mountain from The Nature Conservancy for a total cost of $1,828,118.  As of the docket date, The Nature Conservancy is working on resolving an access easement issue related to their purchase of the property from Stephen P. Rutherford.  If this issue is not resolved by the                October 29, 2008 hearing date, the Board will be requested to continue this item until November 18, 2008.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for the purchase of the property and related costs are included in the Fiscal Year  2008-10 Operational Plan in Capital Project 1000040 – Volcan Mountain West Acquisitions. If approved, there will be a current year cost of $2,167,483, including $1,778,118 for the property acquisition, $50,000 to reimburse The Nature Conservancy for direct costs plus $4,000 for title and escrow, $11,500 for staff and related costs and $323,865 for one-time stewardship costs.  The funding sources are $200,000 of Habitat Conservation Fund grant funds awarded to the County in 2004, $967,483 of General Fund and $1,000,000 of Fiscal Year 2001-02 Land Use Environment Group Management Reserves.  A resource management plan which will include area specific management directives and public access and vegetation management plans will be prepared for the entire County ownership when the East County Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Plan is approved by the County and Wildlife Agencies.  Ongoing MSCP stewardship and monitoring, estimated at $30,900 per year for the property, will be provided by existing funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation annual operating budget.  Although continued acquisition of property for the MSCP Program could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this purchase.>>

The project is a subdivision of 600 acres into 25 residential lots ranging in size from 12,408 to 51,035 square feet (16.1 acres total) and 3 open space lots (583.9 acres total) in the 4S Ranch Specific Plan Area.  The Planning Commission previously approved the Tentative Map on May 14, 2004.

On July 13, 2007 the Planning Commission denied the proposed Time Extension because the time needed to prepare environmental studies for the project exceeded the time limits established by the State for a Time Extension.  Since that time, necessary environmental documents were completed to support the proposed Time Extension. 

The project site is located within the San Dieguito Community Plan Area, on Ralphs Ranch Road, east of Alva Road between Hedera Hills Road and Hunters Ridge Lane in the 4S Ranch Specific Plan Area. (Thomas Guide Page 1149, F7)>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Land Use and Environment Group has initiated a functional and organizational analysis of various departments to better align and coordinate specific programs and to streamline regulatory processes.

Beginning in January 2008, the County’s land development process was analyzed.  The Department of Planning and Land Use functions as lead for this process with assistance from other departments including the Department of Public Works, Department of Environmental Health and the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The goals of this analysis were to (1) improve customer service; (2) improve the quality and completeness of work in a timely manner, and (3) ensure that land development processes promote safe and livable communities. 
The County contracted with a consultant that specializes in functional assessments of land development agencies, to complete the work.  The resulting report included thorough analysis of the internal land development procedures and functional structure of the land development process within the County, as well as extensive outreach and discussions with customers and stakeholders.

A Report highlighting findings from the Functional and Organizational Analysis of the Department of Planning and Land Use was completed in September 2008 and includes approximately 70 recommendations designed to improve the Department of Planning and Land Use, including land development processes as they relate to other departments within the County.  The proposed action is to accept the Report and reorganize several functions within the Land Use and Environment Group to create efficiencies and improve customer service.

In addition, the Land Use and Environment Group has been reviewing operations across its group and realized economies and efficiencies could be achieved by merging the operations of the Farm and Home Advisor and Agricultural, Weights and Measures departments.>>

Funding sources include Land Use and Environment Group Fiscal Year 2007-08 available fund balance and permit fees.  A detailed breakdown is as follows:

Department of Planning and Land Use will transfer appropriations of $734,063 and five full time equivalents (FTE) to Department of Public Works General Fund for the Watershed Program.  The department will also establish appropriations of $831,155 and 11 FTE’s as a result of the transfer of the Permit Counter activities from the Department of Public Works Road Fund.  In addition, the department will establish appropriations of $245,000 for the implementation of the reorganization of the land development activities based on Land Use and Environment Group’s Fiscal Year 2007-08 fund balance available. 
Department of Public Works Road Fund will cancel appropriations and related revenue of $831,155 and 11 FTE’s as part of the Permit Counter activities transfer to the Department of Planning and Land Use.  Department of Public Works, General Fund will accept the transfer of the Watershed Program from the Department of Planning and Land Use along with the five FTE’s and up to $763,063 in appropriations and related revenue.

Farm and Home Advisor will transfer appropriations of up to $660,000 and nine FTE’s to the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures as part of the efficiency improvements within LUEG Departments. >>
