	OVERVIEW:

	
	Emergency response in the State of California is coordinated under the Standardized Emergency Management System (SEMS).  SEMS works from the bottom up and relies heavily on California’s well established mutual aid system.  SEMS is so successful that the Federal government has adopted it under the name National Incident Management System (NIMS) and soon it will be a requirement for all federal, state and local governments nationwide.  

County Emergency Management officials recently established the California Operational Area Coalition (COAC) to find ways to improve SEMS and to serve as a forum for information exchange and advocacy on emergency management issues specific to counties.  Because County Emergency Management officials are part of county government, their interests have a natural nexus to the interests of the California State Association of Counties (CSAC).  Today, I ask that the Board of Supervisors formally support the COAC’s efforts to secure CSAC affiliate status.

	This is a request to approve the submission of the seventh year Elder Abuse Advocacy and Outreach Program grant application to the State Office of Emergency Services in the amount of $140,000 for the period October 1, 2005 through September 30, 2006.  

The grant will support outreach activities to elder and dependent adults to raise awareness of abuse, prevent victimization, provide training to clergy and mandated reporters of abuse, provide technical assistance to local agencies, and elderly service providers.  The grant requires a local match of $35,000 and is supported by in-kind resources.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year direct costs of $175,000 and revenue of $140,000.  The funding source is grant revenue from the State Office of Emergency Services and general purpose revenues.  The required match of $35,000 will be satisfied through in-kind resources from the District Attorney’s Office.  No additional staff years are required.

	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the District Attorney’s Fiscal Year 2005-06 Operational Plan. The funding source is general purpose revenue.  If approved, the District Attorney’s Office may be required to advance up to $500 per AmeriCorps member for  use in case of an emergency such as a critical illness or death in the immediate family. Such advances are fully reimbursable to the District Attorney's Office by the Corporation for National and Community Service.  Additionally, the District Attorney’s Office will incur a nominal cost for lodging to allow staff specific lodging accommodations that are not funded by AmeriCorps*VISTA.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	These actions will authorize the allocation of $198,472 in Emergency Shelter Grant Program funds for homeless services in response to the County’s 2005 Emergency Shelter Grant Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA).  Four programs recommended for funding through this NOFA will continue to provide emergency shelter and services to the region’s homeless persons and families.   The recommended actions will also authorize the Director of Housing and Community Development, in consultation with County Counsel, to implement the above actions by negotiating, executing, and amending one-year contracts that include an additional one-year contract option, the option being contingent upon availability of funding and satisfactory performance by recipients of the 2005-2006 contract requirements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The $198,472 of Emergency Shelter Grant funds for this program is included in the 2005-06 Housing and Community Development Multi-Year Project Budget, a special revenue fund.  The amount is based on the 2005-06 entitlement amounts and contractor performance.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Housing and Community Development.  There will be no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	These actions will have a positive impact on the business community since the programs recommended include homelessness prevention and homeless services.  Contracts resulting from these recommendations will be executed with nonprofits that are active participants in the Regional Continuum of Care Council, a region-wide coordinating body that identifies and assesses homeless needs and advocates on behalf of the homeless.

	LA MESA BRANCH LIBRARY - MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING AND LIBRARY SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE CITY OF LA MESA (DISTRICT: 2)

(CARRYOVER FROM 10/18/05, AGENDA NO. 15)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 18, 2005 (15), the Board of Supervisors continued this item to November 1, 2005.

On September 20, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors continued this item to October 18, 2005.

The County owns and operates the La Mesa branch library at 8055 University Avenue, La Mesa.  The building is more than 40 years old and does not adequately meet the current 

and future needs of the community.  On March 22, 2005 (4), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director of the Department of General Services to enter into negotiations with the City of La Mesa for the transfer of the County Library parcel to the City.  In exchange, the City will commit to provide new interim and permanent library facilities, all at no cost to the County.  It is estimated that the interim library facility could be completed and ready for County occupancy within the next 18 months.

The City desires to acquire the existing library building (County Parcel Number 2005-0190-A) to accommodate construction of a new police station.  The City proposes to relocate the existing branch library into a new, interim library facility until the City secures the necessary funding to build a new, permanent library.  The Memorandum of Understanding provides the framework for the future transfer of the County parcel, design, and construction of new, City-owned, interim and permanent library facilities, and future library operations in the new facilities.  The Board is requested today to consider and approve the Memorandum of Understanding and Library Services Agreement.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact as a result of this action in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  When the County relocates to the interim site following transfer of the County parcel to the City, there would be a net annual cost reduction to the County of $65,000 (in 2005-06 dollars) for maintenance, utilities, and custodial services at the current La Mesa Branch Library.  The City will assume responsibility for these costs at the interim and permanent library facilities.  In return, the County will transfer ownership of the County parcel to the City, the estimated current market value of which is $750,000.  The value of the County’s no-cost occupancy of the interim and permanent library facilities over the anticipated 40-year term of the Library Services Agreement far exceeds the current market value of the County parcel. 

If the County parcel is transferred to the City and the City fails to obtain the funding required to commence construction of the permanent library within 10 years, the City would pay the County the fair market value, as of the date of termination of the Memorandum of Understanding, of the County parcel.  No additional staff years are required as a result of this action.

1. Find that the proposed action is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) under Article 5, Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

2. Approve the Memorandum of Understanding Between the City of La Mesa and the County of San Diego Concerning the La Mesa Branch Library, and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute two originals of the document, upon receipt.

3. Approve the Library Services Agreement between the City of La Mesa and the County of San Diego for the Provision of Library Services at Both an Interim and Permanent Library, and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute two originals of the Agreement, upon receipt. 	A key component of the County of San Diego’s successful Welfare-to-Work program is providing assistance in obtaining child care for families who are moving toward self-sufficiency.  The County’s Health and Human Services Agency Child Care Division provides child care assistance to low-income families and families with foster children as they transition from welfare to work.  The Child Care program is funded by the State of California Department of Education through revenue contract agreements.  

This item requests Board authorization for the Clerk of the Board to execute revenue agreements in the amount of $18,919,108 with the State of California Department of Education for the County’s Child Care program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is included in the FY 2005-2006 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 05-06 costs and revenue of $18,918,108.  The funding source of this revenue is the State of California Department of Education.  There will be no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

Ratify and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute revenue agreements with the State of California Department of Education for CalWORKs Child Care stages 2, 3, and Alternative Payment programs, as reflected in the Operational Plan, for the period of July 1, 2005 thorough June 30, 2006 as follows:

· State contract #C2AP-5052 in the amount of $9,509,298 for Child Care Stage 2 and any amendments for cost of living adjustments that do not increase the total contract amount above $10,460,228 or materially impact or alter the program.

· State contract #C3AP-5054 in the amount of $1,069,793 and Amendment 01 in the amount of $3,922,947 for Child Care Stage 3 and any amendments for cost of living adjustments that do not increase the total contract amount above $5,492,014 or materially impact or alter the program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In September 2004, the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) offered a competitive grant opportunity under the ‘Safe Start: Promising Approaches for Children Exposed to Violence’ Project.  The purpose of the initiative is to reduce the impact of children’s exposure to violence, with particular emphasis on young children (age zero to six years) and their families.  The initiative will assist local communities working with OJJDP and other partners in a national effort to implement cross-agency strategies for assessment and treatment of children and families exposed to violence.

Over the years, the Board of Supervisors has taken actions demonstrating a commitment to seek resources for services for children and families.  This grant would enable the County to participate in a program addressing the harmful effects of domestic violence on children and families. 

Board action is requested to accept the grant funding to implement the Safe Start project strategies. 

There is no requirement to match this grant with County funds.  The Health and Human Services Agency will direct the project and provide planning activities as well as engagement of community partners, with the goal to collaboratively develop, implement, and evaluate promising practices and policies that will effectively reduce the harmful effects of children’s exposure to violence. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are not included in the Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in additional costs and revenue for Child Welfare Services of $210,000.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention. There will be no change in the net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	MEDICAL MARIJUANA IDENTIFICATION CARD AND REGISTRY PROGRAM  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Senate Bill 420 (Chapter 875, Statues of 2003) added new provisions to the California Health and Safety Code which mandate that the California Department of Health Services (State DHS) establish a Medical Marijuana Identification Card and Registry Program to be administered through counties.  On August 1, 2005, the State DHS notified all counties that they will be required to implement the program in their respective counties.  The state mandated program allows qualified patients to apply for and receive identification cards for themselves or their primary caregiver through their county of residence.  State law permits counties to administer the program directly or to designate another health-related governmental or nongovernmental organization. So that the State and the County may recover the costs of administering the program, each person applying for an identification card must pay an annual fee, a portion of which is paid to the State DHS and the remainder to the County and the Administering Agency.  

The County of San Diego’s Health and Human Services Agency has reviewed the new state law and materials provided by the State DHS and recommends that the County designate an administering agency to operate the program and to issue medical marijuana identification cards and maintain a registry of the cards as required by state law.  Board authority is requested to authorize the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation to select a contract agency to operate the program on behalf of the County of San Diego, and to designate the contract awardee as the administering agency.  The anticipated effective date of the contract is April 1, 2006, subject to satisfactory completion of the County’s competitive selection requirements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The County will determine the cost to monitor the contract resulting from the competitive solicitation and to provide program oversight once a designated administering agency (contractor) is selected.  In order to establish the amount of the fee to achieve cost recovery, the Health and Human Services Agency will return to the Board with a proposed fee ordinance that will add the fee authorization to the County Administrative Code.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. In accordance with Section 401, et seq of the County Administrative Code, authorizes the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Competitive Solicitation for a Medical Marijuana Identification Card and Registry Program.  Upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for a term of one year with four renewal option years and up to an additional six months, if necessary, pending availability of funds, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes in services funding, subject to approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.

2. Designate the successful contract awardee as the “Administering Agency” to administer the state mandated Medical Marijuana Identification Card and Registry Program, on behalf of the County of San Diego.
