	<The State’s Budget Act of 2009 included a number of changes associated with the In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS) Program.  The changes included the requirement that all new IHSS individual providers attend an orientation session, and that all new and current providers complete an enrollment process which includes showing identification and completing a criminal background check through the Department of Justice.

As of November 1, 2009, all new providers must comply with these requirements before being eligible to provide IHSS services.  All current providers must complete the requirements by June 30, 2010.

Today’s item brings forward a plan which includes the addition of staff and associated expenses necessary to implement the new State mandates, dependant upon available State funding.>>

	<Funds for this request are included in the Public Authority Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs of $524,351, revenue of $432,590, and $91,761 in required matching funds.  Subsequent year costs, revenue, and matching funds will be $602,747, $497,266, and $105,481 respectively.  FY 11-12 and ongoing costs, revenue, and matching funds will be $454,676, $375,108, and $79,568 respectively. Funding for operations is based on federal and State IHSS administrative revenue, and Social Services Realignment for matching funds.  To implement the program, with Governing Body approval, the Public Authority will request five additional positions.>>
