	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate and abandon sewer easements granted to the Lakeside Sanitation District. The easements affect eight lots within a residential subdivision to be constructed in the Community of Lakeside, Tract No. 5122-1, County of San Diego Map No. 14398 filed May 22, 2002 and Lot 1 in Block 46 and Lot 9 in Block 47, of the subdivision of the “S” Tract of Rancho El Cajon  (Thomas Guide Map reference 1232, F-5). County Department of Public Works staff has determined that these sewer easements are not required by the County for sewer purposes. Sewer lines to serve the residential lots within this subdivision have now been constructed within the street-right-of-way. This is an administrative action that will clear title to the presently encumbered residential lots.

	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request.  The property owner is paying all staff costs for the processing of this request.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed vacation and abandonment of sewer easements is not subject to the environmental assessment process as it is categorically exempt under Section 15061 (b) (3) of the State of California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, Review for Exemption, because it can be seen with certainly that there is no possibility that this action may have a significant effect on the environment. 

2. Adopt three (3) Resolutions Vacating and Abandoning Sewer Easements encumbering portions of Lots 1, 3, 6, 7, 12, 27, 28, & 29 of County of San Diego Tract No. 5122-1 according to Map No. 14398, filed in the Office of the County Recorder on May 22, 2002 and Lot 1 in Block 46 and Lot 9 in Block 47, of the subdivision of the “S” Tract of Rancho El Cajon, according to Map thereof in Book 170, Page 71 of Deeds filed in said County of San Diego Recorder Office. 

3. Direct the Clerk of the Board to record the three resolutions, Vacating and Abandoning Sewer Easements.
