	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 24, 2007 (24), the Board continued this item to November 7, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

On April 13, 2005 the Board of Supervisors adopted the Transportation Impact Fee (TIF) ordinance for the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  The purpose of this fee program is to comply with State law and to provide funding for the construction of transportation facilities that are needed to support the increase of traffic generated by new development.  

Since the adoption of this program, there have been on-going frustrations, increasing concerns and a number of questions raised by applicants, developers, citizens and local community groups over the validity of this program.  The most common concern is that the fees associated with the industrial and commercial development are too high resulting in a heavy strain on the economic growth and development in the unincorporated communities of the County.

In early January, the County of San Diego plans to respond to these growing concerns by presenting to the Board of Supervisors the results of an assessment currently being prepared on the TIF program.  Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to address each question provided in this board letter (Attachment A); incorporate these findings into the County’s TIF review and bring back to the Board of Supervisors in 60 days recommendations that will change the TIF program to encourage commercial and industrial development in the unincorporated areas of San Diego County.

	On September 26, 2007 (2), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended setting hearing for November 7, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to set a date for a public hearing to vacate right of way relinquished to the County of San Diego by the State of California upon the completion of improvements to State Route 94.  The property is a triangular-shaped parcel of approximately 8,882 square feet located near the intersection of Helix Street and Bancroft Drive in the Spring Valley area (Thomas Guide page 1271, B-5).    

This is a request to set a hearing for November 7, 2007, and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide public notice of the hearing (Recommendations 1-3).  At the hearing on 
November 7, 2007, after public testimony, the Board of Supervisors will be asked to consider adopting a resolution to vacate right of way adjacent to Helix Street in the Spring Valley area (Recommendations 4 and 5).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 6, 2000 (2), the Board of Supervisors approved a Public Benefit Agreement between the County and 4S Kelwood General Partnership for the development of residential and commercial uses in the 1,681-acre, 4S Ranch Specific Plan area which is located in the San Dieguito Planning area.  The Public Benefit Agreement covers all of the required infrastructure improvements which 4S Kelwood General Partnership, as developer, must provide.  Provision of a Sheriff’s law enforcement facility is one of those requirements.
The proposed second amendment to the Agreement provides for the installation of additional improvements requested by the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department for the 4S Ranch Sheriff Substation (Thomas Guide page 1169, E-3).  The improvements needed are: 1) modifications to a roadway in front of the substation’s  secured parking lot and construction of a left-turn lane to that lot; 2)  expansion of the secured parking lot to accommodate additional sheriff patrol vehicle and staff parking; and  3) addition of patrol duty lockers and an enclosure to house those lockers. 

Today’s Board action authorizes execution of a  Second Amendment to the Public Benefit Agreement that would authorize a payment not to exceed $221,600 to 4S Kelwood General Partnership for enhancements to the Sheriff substation at 4S Ranch that are needed, but which were not envisioned at the time of the original agreement.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Sheriff’s approved budget.  The funding source is General Purpose revenue.  If approved, this request will result in $221,600 current year cost.

5. Authorize the Director of the Department of General Services, or designee, to accept the 4S Ranch Substation as a County-owned property from 4S Kelwood General Partnership, following completion of construction, and acceptance of the improvements by the County.

6. After acceptance, direct the Director of the Department of General Services, or designee, to prepare modifications to the north facing fence of the Substation parking lot to provide sound attenuation, and to modify the lighting of the parking lot to prevent light spillover on neighboring properties.

6456.d.1, as it pertains to occupancy of guests.  The changes shall include but not 


be limited to the following, “Guests are not allowed to set a reservation, or 


occupancy any campground space for a period exceeding 90 days in any 12 month 

period, nor shall the cumulative occupancy by such persons of different campground 

spaces anywhere in the facility exceed a total of 90 days in any 12 month period.
The following conditions below should be placed into the on-going conditions of the park to ensure compliance in the future.  Condition H should be removed and replaced with the following.

C.
The following conditions shall apply during the term of the Major Use Permit:

The applicant shall allow the County to inspect the property for which the Major Use 

Permit has been granted, at least once every 12 months, to determine if the applicant 

is complying with all terms and conditions of the Major Use Permit.  If the County 

determines the applicant is not complying with the Major Use Permit terms and 


conditions the applicant shall allow the County to conduct follow up inspections 


more frequently than once every 12 months until the County determines the 


applicant is in compliance.

No Person shall occupy any campground space for a period exceeding 90 days in any 

12-month period, nor shall the cumulative occupancy by such persons of different 


campground spaces anywhere in the facility exceed a total of 90 days in any 12-


month period.

The Park shall keep a detailed log, or prepare a system that can verify the amount of 

time each guest has been in the park pursuant to condition C.2.  The log shall 


identify the vehicle registration number and names of all guests residing at any 


particular time.  This information shall be kept on-site for a minimum of three years, 

and be readily available for County Inspection.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 6, 2000 (2), the Board approved the 4S Ranch Public Benefit Agreement DA 99-01 which defined the improvements to be made to public facilities in the 4S Ranch Master Planned Community.  Included in the 4S Ranch Public Benefit Agreement was the requirement to construct a community multipurpose building to be open to the general public for recreation and related uses in the 4S Ranch Community Park in cooperation with the County’s Department of Parks and Recreation (Thomas Guide page 1169, E-4, 5). 

The Public Benefit Agreement further authorized the Director of Parks and Recreation to enter into a preferential non-exclusive use agreement with a building operator.  The agreement specified that the Director offer to the Boys and Girls Club of Inland North County a license or other entitlement to operate the multipurpose building, with the option of including the playing fields, basketball courts, and playgrounds.  After Board approval of the Public Benefit Agreement, 4S Kelwood General Partnership substantially enlarged the proposed improvements, and added a gymnasium and swimming pool area to the public facilities at 4S Ranch Community Park.

Today’s request is to approve a lease with the Boys and Girls Club of Inland North County for that group to operate the community multipurpose building, the gymnasium and swimming pool area at 4S Ranch Community Park.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in $1 annual revenue for ten years, with one five-year option, commencing when the Boys and Girls Club of Inland North County and the County enter into an agreement.  Budget impacts to the County for future operation and maintenance costs of the 4S Ranch Community Park Multipurpose Building, gymnasium, and pool area will be reduced because of savings resulting from the operation of the facilities by the Boys and Girls Clubs of Inland North County.  This action will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego River Park Foundation, Inc. has executed a purchase agreement with Tomicich Trust and Back Country Properties, Inc. for the acquisition of 180 acres on Eagle Peak Road in Julian (Thomas Guide page 1175, G-3).  The purchase price for the property is $648,000, based on an independent fee appraisal.   

Acquisition of the property is a critical element in a larger effort by the San Diego River Park Foundation and its partners to establish the Eagle Peak Preserve, a wildlife preserve and recreational area of more than 550 acres of land.  To date, more than 300 acres have been acquired.  The Preserve will serve as an anchor for the regional San Diego River Park which is being established.  

Funding in the amount of $528,000 for the purchase of the property is being provided to The San Diego River Park Foundation by a State of California Resources Agency grant.  The remaining $120,000 required for the purchase is being requested in this action and, if approved, will be provided by funds budgeted for MSCP Acquisitions.  The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 5, 2007, to consider approving the purchase of an open space easement over 180 acres on Eagle Peak Road in Julian, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 290-090-25, 27, and 28, for the appraised value of $120,000 (Recommendations 1 and 2).  At the December 5, 2007 hearing, after public testimony, the request is to consider approving the purchase of this open space easement (Recommendations 3 through 5).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the open space easement for $120,000, funds for the purchase and related costs of approximately $9,250 will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  The current year cost of this proposal is $129,250, including costs related to the purchase ($120,000 for the purchase of the open space easement, $2,750 for title insurance and escrow costs, and $6,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase).  The San Diego River Park Foundation will manage the property; therefore the Department of Parks and Recreation will not incur any costs related to land management or operation activities of the open space easement.  No additional staff years are required for this proposal.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002, allocates $380 million in competitive grants to promote Integrated Regional Water Management through a combination of planning activities and funding of implementation projects.  Of this, up to $25 million in State funding is available for implementation projects in the San Diego region. 

In November 2006, California voters approved two additional Bond Acts that provide funding for Integrated Regional Water Management planning and project implementation: 

· Proposition 84, the Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006, allocates $91 million to the San Diego region. 
· Proposition 1E, the Disaster Preparedness and Flood Prevention Bond Act of 2006, allocates $300 million to a competitive statewide grants program for stormwater flood management projects. 

The County, City of San Diego, and San Diego Water Authority are the three governing bodies that comprise the Regional Water Management Group that participated in development of an Integrated Regional Water Management Plan.  The State requires that all governing bodies involved must formally accept the plan.  The San Diego County Water Authority accepted the plan on October 25th, and the City of San Diego is scheduled to accept it November 13th.  
This request is for a resolution to accept the 2007 San Diego Integrated Regional Water Management Plan.  Once accepted, all three agencies will participate in its implementation.

	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have been completed within the City of San Marcos.  

The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road, with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road.  Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide page 1108, B2). 

Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, fourteen property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these fourteen property contracts eight were acquired for less than $50,000 each.  Those contracts were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approval.  Five purchase contracts were for values over $50,000 and were previously approved by the Board.  Negotiations with the remaining property owners are ongoing.

Today, the Board is requested to approve a Real Property Contract for the purchase of Parcel No. 2004-0063-A, B & C, from Connie A. Scott for $258,000.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners are ongoing.

The proposed perimeter path exercise walkway project consists of a concrete walkway with various exercise stations, benches, signage, trash receptacles and other related features.  Proper selection, placement and installation of a concrete walkway with various levels of physically challenging equipment will meet the community need while complementing existing features.

The Department of Parks and Recreation was recently awarded a Community Development Block Grant for $200,000 to design and install the proposed improvements and funds were included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Capital Improvement Budget. Costs for County staff to operate and maintain the completed project will be funded by County Service Area (CSA) 128-San Miguel Local Park District.

	The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures (AWM) is requesting approval of revenue contracts with the California Department of Food and Agriculture (CDFA).  These contracts provide reimbursement of costs for ten activities: High Risk Pest Exclusion, Nursery Stock Inspections, Diaprepes Root Weevil State Interior Quarantine Nursery Inspections, Pierce’s Disease Control, Seed Services, Sudden Oak Death, Pest Detection/Scientific Evaluation, Egg Quality Control, Organic Inspections, and Petroleum Products Compliance/Weighmaster Enforcement Program.  These contracts total $5,573,762 for Fiscal Year 2007-2008.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan for the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures for those programs includes a total of $5,477,202.  These revenue contracts reflect an additional $788,580 in State funding to support local agricultural programs.  The county cost of these programs is $692,020 of which $222,737 will be reimbursed by revenue from Unrefunded Gas Tax (UGT).  The net County cost of $469,283 is supported by budgeted General Purpose Revenue.  There is no change in General Purpose Revenue from the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The agricultural industry in San Diego County was ranked 9th in agricultural value in the State of California for 2006.  Agriculture is the fifth leading industry in San Diego County at a reported value of $1.46 billion.  Over 200 different agricultural commodities are grown at 5,255 farms in the County.  Agricultural products are exported from San Diego County throughout California, the United States, and to 67 foreign countries.  The nursery industry in San Diego County receives approximately 40% of all incoming nursery shipments to California.  Many of these revenue contracts were developed to prevent exotic pests with the potential to damage the San Diego County agricultural industry.  The other contracts will support work activities that maintain fair and equitable market standards and protect consumers from unscrupulous business practices and business owners from unfair competition.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 22, 2007, shortly after the Harris, Witch Creek, Rice Canyon, and Poomacha wildfires began, the Department of Public Works entered into a $100,000 public exigency contract with GeoSyntec Consultants to identify flood and erosion hazards caused by the fires, engineer appropriate emergency protective measures, and provide engineering expertise guiding installation of protective measures before winter storms threaten public health and safety.  By the time the fires were extinguished, the quantity of homes and roads needing to be examined for flood and erosion risks was far greater than initially estimated.
This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to execute a sole source agreement with GeoSyntec Consultants for an amount of $900,000 to identify flood and erosion risks caused by the 2007 wildfires and engineer protective measures.  GeoSyntec has identified several residential areas where homes are at high risk for water damage due to flooding and/or debris flows.  The firm also identified numerous locations where County-maintained roadways are at high risk of debris flows and/or washouts.  GeoSyntec will determine an estimated cost for emergency flood protection and erosion control measures such as the placement of sandbags, fiber rolls, gravel bags, hydraulic stabilization mulch, bonded fiber matrix, k-rails, rock fencing, etc. in the unincorporated areas of the County.  When GeoSyntec completes this work and we know the extent of the needed mitigation measures for the 2007 fires, we will be returning to request additional appropriations, if necessary.  
It is also a request to appropriate $1,100,000 Land Use and Environment Group Fund Balance to begin the installation of protective measures.  Work by County staff, contractors, volunteers and California Conservation Corps crews to install these emergency protective measures is scheduled to begin in mid November 2007 and be completed in January 2008.  Staff will return to the Board to obtain any required authority to award installation contracts or seek ratification of such contracts.  In addition, funding will provide for seed distribution at the Local Assistance Centers for erosion control.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for these projects is not budgeted in the Department of Public Works General Fund. The funding source is available Land Use and Environment Group Fund Balance.  If approved, current year costs will be $900,000 for the GeoSyntec contract and $1,100,000 for flood and erosion control work.  There will be no annual cost and no additional staff years necessary.
