	On September 20, 2006 (2), the Board continued the item to November 15, 2006.

On July 19, 2006 (2), the Board continued, for 60 days, a request by the City of San Marcos for the County to consent to the City’s acquisition of property to accommodate planned improvements to Sycamore Drive in San Marcos.  The City is proposing road and other improvements to Sycamore Drive, between Olive Street and the entrance to Walnut Grove Park, near the boundary between the City and the County (Thomas Guide, Page 1108-J2).  Construction of the proposed project improvements will affect five properties located within the County’s unincorporated area.  In accordance with California Streets and Highways Code, Section 1810, the City must obtain consent from the County prior to the acquisition of necessary right-of-way easements within the County.  The action to acquire the property would be at the sole discretion of the City of San Marcos and subject to all necessary procedures for acquisition by purchase or eminent domain.  

The City is requesting an additional 60 day continuance for this matter to respond to questions and concerns raised.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications. These tasks include, among other things, review of subdivision maps, improvement plans, permit applications and grading plans. This work is fully funded through developer deposits and fees authorized in the current Department of Public Works Land Development Fee and Deposit Schedule.

These fees and deposits are continually monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels.  A review of private land development project costs for Fiscal Year 2005-06 shows some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover staff costs of providing the service.  In addition, the fee and deposit schedule is periodically revised to add or remove fees and deposits to reflect changing Department Public Works functions.  

This is a request to adopt an ordinance to amend the San Diego County Administrative Code to accomplish the following: Amend Section 364.2 to update Department Public Works hourly rates for staff salaries, adjust fees and deposits to align with actual department costs and clarify existing requirements.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works.  The portion of this proposal related to amendment of Section 364.2 of the San Diego County Administrative Code will revise standard hourly billing rates, fees and deposits, and ensure full cost recovery for processing land development related applications. If approved, this proposal will revise County Fees and Deposits. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT:

	
	This proposal will slightly increase costs for certain land development projects.  Fees and deposits are calculated based on actual documented time required by County staff to perform each service.  The County continually strives to improve and streamline the review process.  As a result of this effort, some fees and deposits may be decreased.  Other fees and deposits will need to be increased to adjust for additional County staff costs.  On average, hourly rates charged for staff time are increased approximately 4%.  Increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery for services performed by staff.

Our annual review includes the analysis of processing times associated with processing discretionary permits.  Based upon this analysis, the average flat fee has increased from $698 to $711 (1.8%) in FY 06-07 and from $711 to $723 (1.7%) in FY 07-08.  The average intake deposits have increased from $2,277 to $2,293 (.69%) in FY 06-07 and from $2,293 to $2,336 (1.8%) in FY 07-08.  

Building Fees

All building fees were adjusted to address increases in the Building Division’s hourly rate.  As a result, the average fee has increased from $1,374 to $1,430 (3.9%) in FY 06-07 and from $1,430 to $1,445 (1.0%) in FY 07-08.

	This is a request to vacate a portion of open space and approve the acceptance of an equal amount of more desirable open space within the same lot of Map 12573 on Cedar Trails Road, Valley Center.
On February 16, 1988, Tentative Map (TM) 4678 was approved by the Board of Supervisors with a specific configuration for an open space easement on Lot 15.  The intent of the open space on the lot was to restrict development, by meeting the minimum open space requirements for clustered residential uses as set forth in the Regional Land Use Element, and for the protection of steep slopes in excess of 25 percent, thus preserving the distinctive rural character of the Valley Center Community.  It has been identified that the recording of the open space on Lot 15 of Final Map 12573 was recorded in error.  The applicant is asking the County to correct the error by granting this open space easement vacation and dedicating the appropriate open space.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road Bridge replacement project consists of replacing the existing structurally deficient bridge, which crosses over the San Luis Rey River (Thomas Guide page 1071, E-4), with a new bridge that meets federal road standards and allows for flood passage. 

This is a request to approve the Mitigated Negative Declaration and authorize negotiations for the acquisition of right of way in order to complete this bridge replacement project. This is also a request to establish appropriations of $75,000 for the right of way acquisition.  Required right of way involves easements on portions of two parcels. Once right of way is certified, staff will return to the Board with a request to advertise and award a contract for construction. Construction is planned to begin in Summer 2007.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Valley Center Road Bridge Replacement Project is included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2006-07 and 2007-08 Detailed Work Programs.  Project cost is approximately $75,000 for right of way acquisition and $10 million for construction. Right of way and construction is funded by Federal Highway Bridge Replacement & Rehabilitation (HBRR) Program (88.53%) funding and Gas Tax (11.47%).  Right of way and construction is funded by $66,397 in Federal Highway Bridge Replacement & Rehabilitation (HBRR) Program funding and $8,603 in currently budgeted Gas Tax funding.  If approved, this request will not result in annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find, on the basis of the whole record, that there is no substantial evidence the project will have a significant effect on the environment. 	The Mission Road Improvement Project is part of the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works’ Detailed Work Program.  The third phase of the Project proposes to widen and realign the roadway and add curbs, gutters, and sidewalks between Hill and Main Avenues in the community of Fallbrook.  (Thomas Guide, page 1027-F2) 

Construction of the planned Phase III improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easement rights over five properties along Mission Road.  The owners of all five of the affected properties have signed Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell the necessary easements to the County.  Four of these contracts were for values of less than $50,000 and were approved by the Director of the Department of General Services pursuant to Section 73 of the County Administrative Code.  

The Board is requested to increase appropriations and approve a Real Property Contract for the purchase of Parcel Number 2001-0056-A, B (Harrison Trust) for $609,600. Should the Board approve the contract with the Harrison Trust, acquisition of all easement rights required for construction of Phase III improvements will be complete.

	Funds for the purchase of Parcel Number 2001-0056-A, B (Harrison) are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2006-2007 in the amount of $300,000 for right-of-way.  This project is identified as part of County’s Regional Transportation Improvement Program. Funding source is TransNet. Funding source of additional appropriations is unanticipated revenue from TransNet ($450,800). Establishment of appropriations based on this source of funds is required and included as part of this request.  If approved this proposal will result in a current year cost of $750,800, no annual cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Fallbrook Community Airpark is a 288-acre airport located on South Mission Road approximately 1.5 miles south of Fallbrook (Thomas Guide 1027, F-6). The Airpark is equipped with runway lighting, hangars and tie-down areas.  The Airpark is divided into two designated use areas.  One area is designated for aviation use and the other for compatible non-aviation uses.  

The County by way of an attornment agreement consented to the lease of approximately 89 acres at the Fallbrook Airpark to the Subtropical Fruit Company.  The attornment agreement and lease, among other things, give the County the authority to modify the size of the leasehold premises upon 180-days notice and to periodically renegotiate rent.  In accordance with the existing lease arrangement, staff has negotiated an amendment to the agreement with Subtropical Fruit Company for reduction in acreage of the premises to 72.84 acres and a one-time rent renegotiation including a revised future cost of living adjustment.

This is a request to approve the First Amendment to the attorned sub-lease agreement with Subtropical Fruit Company that will:  (i) reduce the leasehold area; (ii) adjust base quarterly rent; (iii) revise the cost of living adjustment periods; and (iv) update the defined Consumer Price Index.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This amendment will increase Fiscal Year 2006/07 annual revenue by $32,799 due to renegotiated rent and lands being converted to aviation use ($4,685.57 per month increase x 7 months, for December 1, 2006 to June 30, 2007).  This amendment will result in total current year revenue of $72,029 to the Airport Enterprise Fund ($39,230 current rent plus $32,799 proposed change).  In Fiscal Years 2007/08 and 2008/09, annual rent from agreement will be $95,457 ($7,954.74 per month x 12 months) plus cost of living adjustments.  The proposed action will not require additional staff years.

	The All Season RV Park in Bonsall has requested the County issue an Emergency Watercourse Grading Permit to remove approximately 20,000 cubic yards of silt and sand from a man-made lake that functions as a desilting basin. The basin is located on Moosa Creek between Highway 15 and Old Highway 395, just north of Old Castle Road in the Bonsall Community Sponsor Group Area (Thomas Guide: 1068-J5).

Unexpectedly heavy silt deposits from recent rains have reduced the capacity of the basin more quickly than was expected.   Runoff from even a modest winter storm could exceed the limited capacity of the basin and damage adjacent homes and property.  With the start of the rainy season on October 1st, a storm event that could overwhelm the basin could occur any day.  There is, accordingly, a need for immediate action to remove the silt deposits from the basin.

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to issue an Emergency Watercourse Grading Permit to remove deposited sedimentary material to prevent flooding damage. The owner will be responsible for obtaining any necessary permits from Resource Agencies.

	If approved, there will be no fiscal impact to the County.  The cost to remove the accumulated material will be paid entirely by All Season RV Park, LLC.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 1, 2006 (3), the Board of Supervisors set a hearing for December 6, 2006 to consider approving the purchase of a 15.2-acre parcel owned by Lakeside Sanitation District for development of Lakeside Sports Park.  The subject parcel is located northwest of Highway 67 and Riverford Road in Lakeside, adjacent to the San Diego River. (Thomas Guide, page 1231-G4).  The County Department of Parks and Recreation will construct the new sports facility.  The proposed improvements include four youth baseball fields, a concession stand, a playground and related improvements.  The Sanitation District site is presently landlocked, and development of the new facility requires acquisition of dedicated street access from Mast Boulevard, the nearest public street, to the project site.  Lakeside Land Company, Inc. owns the property located between Mast Boulevard and the Sanitation District site and is willing, under certain terms and conditions, to dedicate a road easement to serve the proposed sports facility,  provide additional land for extension of the County’s proposed multi-use trail system, and construct road and utility improvements to the Sanitation District site. 

The County owns three remnant Road Fund parcels which front Mast Boulevard and adjoin property owned by Lakeside Land Company, Inc.  The parcels are remnants of larger parcels which were acquired by the County in 1998 for the Mast Boulevard Improvement project and are not required for County use.  The combined size of the remnant parcels is 1.23 acres.  Approval of today’s requested actions would authorize transfer of the three remnant parcels to Lakeside Land Company, Inc., in exchange for Lakeside Land Company, Inc. granting the County a 1.72-acre road easement and fee title to a 0.51-acre trail parcel, and approve an agreement for construction of road and utility improvements by Lakeside Land Company, Inc.  The value of the three remnant Road Fund parcels is equal to the combined value of the road easement and the trail parcel.  An independent appraisal firm hired by the County, has reviewed the values of the property interests involved in the transaction and supports the equivalency of the exchange.  

From the Road Fund perspective, the Road Fund will be fully reimbursed for the value of the three remnant parcels through, (1) the 1.72-acre road easement acquired under the Exchange Agreement, and (2) the public road improvements, constructed pursuant to the Road Improvement Agreement. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The appraised values of the property interests to be exchanged are equal, therefore there is no fiscal impact associated with the exchange.  The transaction costs required to complete the property exchange, including title and escrow fees, is estimated at $3,000, and is budgeted and available in Capital Project 1007107 - Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition.  The County’s payment of road construction costs, in the amount of $556,400, will also be provided by existing budgeted funds in this Capital Project, as these costs are a necessary element to complete the acquisition of land and related access needed for the future development of the sports park.  These proposals require no additional staff years.

	Listing of the California Gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539), or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board approve and authorize: 1) a request by the City of Encinitas for the Wright Project for use of 0.26 acres (Thomas Bros. 1148, D3) and 2) a request by the City of Escondido for the Seventh Day Adventist Church and School Project for use of 1.58 acres (Thomas Bros. 1109, F7) for a combined total of 1.84 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $6,300 and $47,400 respectively ($30,000 per acre), to the County of San Diego for acquisition and related activities for purchase of lands located in the same Supervisorial District as the impact in accordance with Board Policy I-122
Paragraph 3.b.

	Funds for these requests are not budgeted.  The funding sources are the City of Encinitas and the City of Escondido.  If approved, these requests will result in current year revenue of $53,700 ($6,300 for the Wright Project and $47,400 for the Seventh Day Adventist Church and School Project), bringing total appropriations in the Capital Project to $300,450 to be used for future acquisitions in Supervisorial District 3. The existing bridge crosses over Santa Ysabel Creek (Thomas Guide page 409, H-11) in the Cleveland National Forest.   

The existing bridge is a concrete arch structure constructed in 1913, and is designated an historic bridge and must be preserved. The County will rehabilitate and keep this bridge in its current location. The bridge will be closed to motor vehicle traffic and converted to pedestrian use for education and recreation.  

This is a request to adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program for the Black Canyon Road Bridge Replacement Project, and to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to negotiate and execute an easement from the U.S. Forest Service for construction of the new bridge and maintenance of both bridges.  If this request is approved, Plans, Specifications and Estimate will be completed and a subsequent request for approvals will be made to advertise and award a construction contract after Caltrans authorizes construction funds.  Construction is expected to begin in Summer 2007.

	The Black Canyon Road Bridge Replacement Project is included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Years 2006-07 and 2007-08 Detailed Work Programs.  Estimated construction cost is approximately $3 million. The project is funded by the Federal Highway Bridge Replacement & Rehabilitation (HBRR) Program (88.53%) and Gas Tax (11.47%). If approved, this request will not result in any additional current year cost, annual costs of approximately $3,500 for inspection and maintenance once the bridges are completed (no change from current costs for the existing historic bridge) and will require no additional staff years.

	The County of San Diego operates Gillespie Field, a general aviation airport in El Cajon (Thomas Guide 1251, D-1).  The airport accommodates various aviation businesses providing services to the aviation community and traveling public.  The non-aviation portion of Gillespie Field is principally comprised of three industrial parks.  An approximately 21,300 square foot industrial use parcel adjacent to the Gillespie Field Trolley Station at the southeast corner of Cuyamaca Street and North Marshall Avenue (commonly referred to as the “Trolley Center”), is available to be developed.

A Request for Proposals was issued in 2004 for development of this parcel.  Trolley Corner, LLC was the only respondent to the Request for Proposal and was selected by staff for the proposed 55-year industrial lease. 

This is a request to approve a new, non-aeronautical lease with Trolley Corner, LLC.   The proposed term is December 1, 2006 to November 30, 2061.  After a due diligence period extending no later than August 31, 2007, base monthly rent will start at $1,437 with periodic cost of living adjustments and rental rate renegotiations.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed in the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, used to operate and maintain County airports.

	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  The funding source for additional revenue is rental payment under the terms of the lease.  The proposed lease will result in $5,000 of revenue in the current fiscal year from a non-refundable deposit due at the beginning of the 270-day due diligence period.  During this period, which commences December 1, 2006 and ends August 31, 2007, rent is waived.  The proposed lease will result in approximately $14,370 in the first subsequent year from base monthly rent at $1,437 received for the 10-month period beginning September 1, 2007 and ending June 30, 2008.  Revenue is estimated at $17,244 in the 2nd subsequent year, based on twelve months of base monthly rent at $1,437.

This contract was procured through a qualifications based selection method involving countywide solicitation as described in Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services). Continued services of Wadell Engineering Corporation are needed to complete additional projects within timelines required by the Federal Aviation Administration.  

This is a request to approve the first amendment to the existing contract with Wadell Engineering Corporation. EDGEMOOR CONSTRUCTION PROJECT SELECTION OF REPLACEMENT ARCHITECTURAL FIRM (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 15, 2004 (13), your Board authorized the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a contract for the construction of the new Edgemoor Skilled Nursing Facility, a distinct part of the San Diego County Psychiatric Hospital (Edgemoor).

The Edgemoor project was originally scheduled for completion in October 2006.  However, delays caused by, among other things, design issues, including those with steel fireproofing and steel fabrication, have pushed back the project’s completion date to August 2008.
On November 2, 2006, the architectural firm of Anshen + Allen notified the County that it believed that Anshen + Allen’s obligation to provide construction services ceased on October 5, 2006, and that it had no further obligation to provide construction administration services beyond that date. Anshen + Allen further indicated that it would stop providing services on November 13, 2006, unless the County accepted Anshen + Allen’s proposal for a new agreement. On November 14, Anshen + Allen removed its employees from the construction site and stopped providing additional services to the County. The County believes that it already has a binding agreement with Anshen + Allen and that by removing its employees and stopping the provision of these services, Anshen + Allen has abandoned the job. As a result, the County must obtain the services of a different architectural firm to complete the work. A replacement firm has been selected, and authorization for the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and enter into a contract with the firm of Carrier Johnson is being sought.

2. Direct the Chief Financial Officer in consultation with County Counsel and Bond Counsel to modify the Preliminary Official Statement for the Edgemoor financing to reflect the action set forth above.
