	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 18, 2004 the Board of Supervisors took action to place an advisory measure on the November 2, 2004 ballot in order to gauge if residents would be supportive of consolidating the 35 fire protection agencies that serve the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  The advisory measure, Proposition C, passed with the support of over 81% of voters in the unincorporated area.

The sound passage of Proposition C signifies a clear mandate from the voters for change.  Unincorporated residents have recognized that this region can no longer afford to have a fractured and inequitable fire protection system.  Now it is time to carry out the will of the voters by initiating the consolidation process.  Today’s action will request the Local Agency Formation Commission to initiate the process for consolidating the fire protection agencies in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.

	This is a request to authorize the acceptance of a revised amount of Federal funds provided by the Federal Children’s Justice Act and administered by the State Office of Emergency Services, for the second year of the three year Drug Endangered Children (DEC) Resource Center Program.  Your Board authorized acceptance of the original grant amount on 09/16/03 (11).  The funding will be used to retain the services of a temporary expert professional DEC Resource Coordinator and for related services and supplies to support the California DEC Alliance Committee.  The DEC Resource Coordinator will provide assistance to the California DEC Alliance Committee and establish system-wide protocols and training resources.  The California DEC Alliance is a multi-jurisdictional task force whose primary goal is to unify law enforcement, prosecutors, social services, and health care providers dedicated to the protection of children who are victimized by those who manufacture, sell, and/or use illegal drugs.  There is no local match required for this grant.

	Partial funding, $75,000, for this request is budgeted in the Sheriff’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  The funding source is the DEC Resource Center Program Grant, funded by the Federal Children’s Justice Act and administered by the State Office of Emergency Services.  If approved, this request will result in $120,848 additional costs and revenues in Fiscal Year 2004-05 and Fiscal Year 2005-06.  This request will not require the addition of any staff years.

	In an effort to reduce fatalities, injuries, and economic losses resulting from accidents involving impaired drivers, the Sheriff’s Department submitted proposals to the State Office of Traffic Safety for sobriety checkpoint grant funding.  This is a request to ratify submission and authorize the acceptance of five Sobriety Checkpoint Program Grants totaling $157,075.  The grants will be used to pay overtime costs for conducting sobriety checkpoints in Imperial Beach, Lemon Grove, San Marcos, Santee, and Vista.  The funding source for these grants is the State of California, Office of Traffic Safety.  There is no local match required for these grants.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Judicial Council of California is responsible for the operation of all Superior Courts in the State of California under the direction of the Chief Justice.  Through its Administrative Office of the Courts, the Judicial Council has initiated a pilot program to provide juvenile dependency representation for children.  This program furthers the Judicial Council’s goal of improving the quality of court-appointed counsel in juvenile dependency proceedings and maximizing the resources available for these services.  Ten California counties, including San Diego, have been selected to participate in this pilot program.  Accordingly, this is a request for authorization to allow the Public Defender to submit a response to the request for proposal to provide juvenile dependency representation for children in the Superior Court of  San Diego County;  to allow the Alternate Public Defender to submit a response to the request for proposal to provide juvenile dependency representation for parents, guardians and children in cases where the Public Defender has a conflict; and to allow the Auditor and Controller’s Office of Revenue and Recovery to work with the Public Defender and the Alternate Public Defender in managing accounts receivable, which includes collection and enforcement services for each department. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request.  If the Public Defender and/or the Alternate Public Defender and Auditor and Controller’s Office of Revenue and Recovery are successful in their submission, they will return to your Board for approval to implement the revised Dependency program.

	SAN DIEGO COUNTY CHILD AND FAMILY HEALTH AND WELL-BEING REPORT CARD 2004  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 6, 1997 (7), at the recommendation of Supervisors Cox and Jacob, the Board of Supervisors approved the development of the San Diego County Child and Family Health and Well-Being Report Card.    Subsequently on June 16, 1998 (28), the Board approved the use of public and private funds for Report Card development and production.  In its sixth year of production, this Report Card has provided a regular, systematic tool for monitoring indicators of economic security, health, access to services, safety and educational achievement that reflect the health and well being of children and families in San Diego County.  Data in the Report Card are tracked over time to observe trends.  Observed changes in the measures are then tested for statistical significance over a three to five year period.  When available, the most current data are compared with the State and the nation.  

The 2004 Report Card provides data on 30 measures of child and family health and well-being.  Improvement over a three to five year period is shown for 13 measures— CalWORKs Assistance, Births to Teens (age 15-17), Cigarette Use, Alcohol Use, Immunizations in Young Children (CDC Survey), Child Abuse/Neglect, Youth Offenders, Violent Crime Victimization for Ages 0-11 and 12-17 (two measures), Unintentional Injury Hospitalizations and Deaths of Children and Youth, Motor Vehicle Injury and Death Due to Alcohol (Ages 0-15), School Attendance, and Graduation Rate for High School Seniors.  Eight measures show little change and, for five measures, there are not enough data to determine progress.   Over a five year period, only four measures show worsening conditions—unemployment rates, youth reported suicide attempts, youth hospitalized for non-fatal self-inflicted injuries (age 13-18), and high school seniors taking the SAT.  

On December 3, 2002 (2), the Board directed staff to evaluate possible inclusion of improvements or additional measures to enhance the value of the Report Card.  An independent advisory committee – Child Well-Being Subcommittee of the Social Services Advisory Board – has recommended improvements to two educational achievement outcome measures to better align these measures with those used by the education community.  This item requests that the Board approve the revised measures, and receive the San Diego County Child and Family Health and Well-Being Report Card 2004.

	CHILDREN'S MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES AUTHORIZATION FOR COMPETITIVE SOLICITATIONS AND EXTENSION OF CONTRACTS  (DISTRICT:  ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In a series of actions since 1999, the Board approved the Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) Plan and Children’s Mental Health Services Initiative that allowed for an expanded continuum of comprehensive mental health care for children, adolescents, and their families. The use of EPSDT funding has since resulted in a significant expansion of contracted services within the Children’s Mental Health System of Care.
The Board also approved the procurement of contracts with mental health day treatment providers to meet service needs for seriously emotionally disturbed (SED) students covered under Assembly Bill 2726. Today’s action will enable the County to continue the System of Care infrastructure in partnership with community stakeholders, school districts and families.

The Health and Human Services Agency is now requesting authority to issue competitive solicitations to reprocure the three intensive day treatment and case management programs listed on Attachment I, and to negotiate extensions of the terms of the mental health contracts listed in the recommendations for five additional years through June 30, 2010. These contracts all expire on June 30, 2005, and the recommended actions will support the maintenance of the approved systemwide plans for delivery of services to children, youth, and families. All contracting activity is contingent upon the availability of funding. Due to uncertainties with the State budget, the contracts may be terminated at the County’s option if required.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are included in the fiscal year 2005-2006 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $7,862,035 in fiscal year 2005-2006 and subsequent years. There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years. The funding sources are Federal Mental Health Short-Doyle Medi‑Cal ($3,167,184), State EPSDT ($2,773,692), Tobacco Settlement Funds ($515,000), Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) Grant ($378,418), Managed Care ($260,461), Minor Consent ($164,299), and Mental Health Realignment ($602,981). The funding sources are anticipated to be available for fiscal year 2005-2006 and for the following four years. The contracts are contingent on availability of funds.

In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with State-licensed Foster Family Agencies for mental health services provided to San Diego County children and adolescents placed in FFA supervised homes, and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award new contracts or to extend the terms of existing contracts for as long as the FFA programs are licensed by the State and the services meet the needs of children and adolescents in the programs or the needs of the region or community; and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 10, 2004 (1) the Board approved solicitation and award of construction contracts for the new Campo-Morena Village Library.  The project includes a 2,490-square-foot County library, parking lot, and recreation area on a 1.2-acre parcel leased from the Mountain Empire School District.  The Campo project was approved as part of the Library Capital Program in 2001 and replaces a 490-square-foot leased storefront facility.  Six construction bids were received as a result of the competitive process with the lowest bid exceeding available construction funding.

Approval of this item will authorize the Department of Housing and Community Development to allocate Community Development Block Grant funding for the construction of the new Campo-Morena Village Library.  This letter requests $77,000 from unprogrammed CDBG Housing Development funds to cover higher than anticipated construction costs.  Initially, $310,000 was approved in May 2004 (2) as a recommended project in the County of San Diego Consortium 2004-2005 Annual Funding Plan. This letter also requests appropriations of the total amount ($387,000) in the Library Capital Outlay Fund based on Community Development Block Grant funds.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this project are not budgeted.  If approved, $387,000 will be added to Capital Project KL1600 now Oracle Project 1000183 for an estimated total project cost of $1,066,583, which includes funding for shelving and furniture in the County Library Fund.  Primary sources of funding for this project are Community Development Block Grant funds, District Two Community Projects fund and the Library Fund.  There is no additional cost to the General Fund and no additional staff years required.
