	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The California Air Toxics "Hot Spots" Information and Assessment Act, enacted in 1987, requires local facilities to periodically report their emissions of toxic air pollutants to the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District (APCD).  The APCD evaluates this information and determines which facilities are required to assess the potential risk of adverse health impacts on the neighboring public by following procedures developed by the APCD and the State of California.  If the risk of health impacts exceeds established thresholds, then the facility is required to notify the affected community.  Moreover, emissions posing a significant health risk are required to be reduced to health-protective levels.

The APCD is also required to prepare an annual report summarizing the progress and results of program implementation.  This 2009 Air Toxics Hot Spots Program Report satisfies California state law, providing information about air pollutant emission inventories, approved health risk assessments, public notification procedures, and steps taken to reduce public health risks.  If approved, the Annual Report will be distributed to local city councils, health officials, and other stakeholders.

The program has been in place for over 20 years, and is providing very positive results.  Toxic air pollution from local facilities has been reduced by 85% since the program first started.  These local efforts, coupled with efforts by the State to reduce toxic air pollution from motor vehicles and consumer products, have contributed to community-wide reductions in associated health risk by over 70%, as determined from air monitoring data collected by the APCD.

Nevertheless, the Annual Report shows that large amounts of toxic air pollutants are still emitted into the air from a wide variety of sources including motor vehicles, industrial facilities, area-wide sources, and natural processes.  Further reducing these emissions and associated health risks will require a continued, cooperative effort by the public, industry, the California Air Resources Board, and the San Diego County APCD.
