	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Rural Lands Initiative petition was filed with the Registrar of Voters on September 15, 2003.  The Registrar has examined the petition and finds it contains a sufficient number of valid signatures to submit to the Board of Supervisors for action.  On November 5, 2003 (14), the Board directed staff to prepare a report on the impacts of the proposed initiative and a recommendation as to whether the Board should adopt the proposed initiative or place it on the March 2, 2004 ballot.  The Board also directed staff to include the reasons supporting its recommendation in the report, information regarding the fiscal impact on the entire region, and a second opinion from outside counsel on legal interpretations of the initiative.

Based on staff analysis that the initiative would have adverse impacts, it is recommended that the analysis be accepted and the Board place the proposed Rural Lands Initiative on the March 2, 2004 ballot.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed actions have no fiscal impact.  The estimated cost of placing the Rural Lands Initiative on the March 2004 ballot is $250,000.  Funds for this request are included in the Registrar of Voters FY 2003-04 Operational Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 5, 2003 (28), the Board continued this item to December 3, 2003.

The County of San Diego implemented the Green Building Incentive Program on April 15, 1997 (41), at the recommendation of Supervisor Pam Slater, with the adoption of Board Policy F-50 Voluntary Resource-Efficient Guidelines on New Construction and Building Renovation Projects.   Since then, new techniques, technology and innovative products have emerged that make it more feasible to use green building practices.  To follow the County’s commitment to sustainable building practices, the Cardiff Library was completed in 2002.  Unique to this project was the incorporation of green building energy efficiency design and recycling of construction materials (December 15, 1998 (17), July 25, 2000 (6) and July 31, 2001 (15 )).  The project was recognized by the SDG&E “Savings By Design” nonresidential new construction energy program, with an incentive cash award. This high performance building offers economic, health and environmental advantages to the County and the public. 

The County of San Diego is concerned with protecting the environment and encouraging homeowners and builders to use environmentally sound practices. The County’s Strategic Plan includes an Environment Initiative to promote natural resource management strategies that ensure environmental preservation, quality of life, and economic development. Historically, construction practices have been at a high cost to the environment. According to 2003 data from the web site of the U.S. Department of Energy’s Center for Sustainable Development, buildings consume 40% of world’s total energy, 25% of its wood harvest, and 16% of its water.  The challenge before the County and the building industry is to build so that the area’s potential can be reached while minimizing energy use, pollution, and life-long costs. 

Sustainable or “green” building practices can reduce the impact buildings have on people and nature. Areas of importance include occupant health, energy and transportation efficiency, resource and material conservation (air, water, land, fuel), as well as reuse and recycling during building construction, operation and demolition. The concept applies to all residential, commercial and industrial buildings. 

Following the initiative of Supervisor Slater, this letter is a report on improvements to the County’s Green Building Incentive Program and public outreach efforts to promote the program.  It is also a request to amend Board Policy F-50 and adopt changes to the County Administrative Code to broaden the scope of projects that would receive permit fee reductions.  In addition to energy efficient buildings, fee reductions would now be available for straw bale construction, use of graywater systems, and use of building materials with recycled content.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, changes to the building permit fee structure and impacts on general fund costs will be reviewed annually.  Any net increases to the general fund will be offset by savings within the Department of Planning and Land Use.  There will be no increase in staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The permit fee reduction and expedited plan review for green buildings qualifying for the incentive program proposed in this letter would benefit the business community.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works Land Development Division performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications. These tasks include, among other things, the review of subdivision maps, improvement plans, permit applications and grading plans. This work is fully funded through developer deposits and fees authorized in the current Department of Public Works Land Development Fee and Deposit Schedule.  

These fees and deposits are continually monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels.  The review of private land development project costs for Fiscal Year 2003-04 shows some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover staff costs of providing the service and some may be reduced. 

Included in this proposal is a recommendation to revise standard hourly billing rates by job classification to reflect higher staffing costs for FY 2003-04 and FY 2004-05. The increases in hourly rates vary from four to six percent above FY 2002-03 rates.  These increased hourly rates necessitate increasing certain fees and deposits to provide expected staff costs for various review processes.  

This request would amend Section 364.2 of the County Administrative Code to update Department of Public Works hourly rates for staff salaries, and to increase deposits and fees to align with actual department cost.  Additional approved revisions to the County Administrative Code and San Diego County Code would clarify language, add provisions providing for department recovery of the cost of County Counsel services on a per-project basis, reduce the County Surveyor’s responsibility to inspect subdivision monuments, and allow for department recovery of costs associated with Department of Parks and Recreation review of private project trail requirements, Parkland Dedication Ordinance impacts, and impacts on the Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Public Works funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works. This proposal will revise standard hourly billing rates, fees and deposits, and ensure full cost recovery for processing land development services. If approved, establishment of the recommended fees and deposits will result in no General Fund cost and will require no additional staff years.

Parks and Recreation appropriations for all expenditures associated with this request are budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  If approved, this request will result in estimated over-realized revenue in the amount of $10,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-04 and $20,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-05.  Upon approval, this revenue will be included in the proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2004-2005 and 2005-2006.  This request will result in a net decrease of General Fund cost in the amount of $10,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-04 and $20,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-05 and will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Staff solicited comments on this proposal from the Building Industry Association and engineering/land surveying organizations as well as individual civil engineers and land surveyors.  This proposal will slightly increase the costs for certain land development projects.  Increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery for services performed by staff..

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	OVERVIEW:

	
	County Service Area Nos. 111 – Boulevard and 112 - Campo provide structural fire protection and emergency medical services.  Both County Service Areas had proposed the establishment of a special tax on the November 2002 ballot, as approved by the Board of Supervisors on July 24, 2002 (3).  Both proposals failed to gather the two-thirds support required for the measures to pass. The Service Area Boards of Directors have determined current funding is still insufficient to meet the fire protection and emergency medical needs of their communities and, after investigating other means to raise funds, request levy proposals be placed on the March 2, 2004 ballot. These measures are requested to provide additional funding for adequate structural fire protection and emergency medical services.

This is a request to adopt Resolutions to conduct elections authorizing the levies on Tuesday, March 2, 2004. This is also a request to direct County Counsel to prepare impartial analyses of the ballot measures to include on the sample ballots and, subject to confirmation of two-thirds of those voting in the March 2 election, adopt Ordinances to put the special benefit tax levies in place.  

County Service Area 111 – Boulevard receives revenue from property taxes only and does not levy any special tax.  If the Boulevard ballot measure passes, each parcel in County Service Area No. 111 – Boulevard would be assessed $50 per year, including residential, commercial, industrial, and institutional parcels. The special tax is expected to provide up to $72,400 in additional annual revenue to the County Service Area.

County Service Area 112 – Campo receives revenue from property tax only and does not levy any special tax.  If the Campo ballot measure passes, each residential, commercial, industrial and institutional structure would be assessed $100 per year.  The special tax is expected to provide up to $75,000 in additional annual revenue to the County Service Area.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	For the County, there will be no current year or annual cost, nor additional staff years required. Estimated cost of the election is 74 cents per registered voter for County Service Area No. 111 - Boulevard and 78 cents per registered voter for County Service Area No. 112 – Campo. The County Service Area will pay election costs. If the Boulevard measure passes, the Special Benefit Tax shall be applied effective Fiscal Year 2004-05 and will result in approximately $72,400 in additional revenue for the County Service Area.  If the Campo measure passes, the Special Benefit Tax shall be applied effective Fiscal Year 2004-05 and will result in approximately $75,000 in additional revenue for the County Service Area.  Any levies resulting from this action will be brought to the Board for approval as part of the annual benefit charge process.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request for an amendment to the San Dieguito Community Plan to allow the development of a Specific Plan over approximately 482 acres.  Other implementing discretionary actions proposed at this time are the creation of the Cielo del Norte Specific Plan; an amendment to the Rancho Cielo Specific Plan to allow the transfer of 147 acres and 46 dwelling units to the proposed Cielo del Norte Specific Plan; a Rezone of the area subject to the proposed Cielo del Norte Specific Plan from various zones to the S88 Specific Planning Area Use Regulation with other designators including a Special Area regulation for Design over 24 of the 154 residential lots proposed by the Tentative Map; a Tentative Map that proposes a total of 173 lots including residential, open space and recreational uses; and an Administrative Permit for the ownership and maintenance of common areas.  Existing regulations include the (17) Estate Residential, (18) Multiple Rural Use, (21) Specific Plan Area and (24) Impact Sensitive Land Use Designations.  In addition the site is currently zoned with the A70, RR1, RR.5, RR.25, RR.125 and S80 Use Regulations.  The project site is located south of the intersection of Harmony Grove Road and Elfin Forest Road.  All proposed residential uses would be located in the upland areas to the south of Escondido Creek.

The existing consultant contract terminates on June 30, 2004.

· Complete special projects as required by the County or the regulatory agencies

	On March 5, 2002, voters approved Proposition 40, the California Clean Water, Clean Air, Safe Neighborhood Parks, and Coastal Protection Act of 2002, and on November 5, 2002, voters approved Proposition 50, the Water Quality, Supply and Safe Drinking Water Projects, Coastal Wetlands Purchase and Protection Act of 2002.  Proposition 40 provides $2.6 billion in bond funds for activities and projects in the following areas: State park projects; regional and local parks and recreational areas; habitat, land, air and water quality; coastal resources; and historical and cultural programs.  Proposition 50 provides $3.4 billion in bond funds for a variety of water and wetlands projects, including: land acquisition; habitat restoration; water security; safe drinking water; water quality; desalination; and water conservation.  

Proposition 40 bond programs include specific noncompetitive allocations to the County based on population that are currently estimated to be $13,801,138, with $7,948,000 provided by the Per Capita Program, and $5,853,138 provided by the Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris Block Grant Program.  There is no matching fund requirement for either of these programs.  In order to receive these noncompetitive funds, the State must receive a resolution by the County Board of Supervisors authorizing application for funding.  These resolutions would authorize future individual project applications for funding as specific projects are identified.  This request is to adopt two resolutions authorizing the County to apply for grants under the Per Capita and Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris Block Grant Programs as staff identifies specific projects and scopes of work.  As specific funding is awarded, staff will return to the Board to request approval of the projects and appropriate the funding.  

In addition to the Proposition 40 Per Capita and Roberti-Z’Berg-Harris Block Grant programs discussed above, there are several other programs under Proposition 40 and Proposition 50 that will provide billions of dollars of grant funds Statewide.  This proposal includes the request for Board authorization to apply to the State Water Resources Control Board, Coastal Conservancy, Wildlife Conservation Board, Department of Fish and Game, Resources Agency, Department of Parks and Recreation, Department of Water Resources and other State agencies as necessary to obtain additional Proposition 40 and Proposition 50 grant funds for various projects within the Land Use and Environment Group.  Upon issuance of the Request for Proposals by State agencies, the County will develop and submit specific project applications for Proposition 40 and Proposition 50 funding consideration.  Upon award of funding, staff will return to the Board to provide details of any required matching funds and request appropriation of grant and related matching funds.

Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, states that the Board of Supervisors must approve application for grant funds prior to submittal to the granting agency. This requested action will allow compliance with this Board Policy by receiving Board approval to apply for grant funds under various Proposition 40 and Proposition 50 programs in advance of identifying specific projects for funding application.  Authorization to apply for funding under the various programs, as programs and projects are identified, will allow Land Use and Environment Group departments to be more competitive with other applicants and position themselves to be proactive in planning successful strategies to compete for and receive grants.  The Chief Administrative Officer will make informal reports to the Board informing them of programs and projects being submitted for funding consideration as projects are identified.

	On June 12, 2002 (12) the Board authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (now titled “Cooperative Agreement”) with the United States Army Corps of Engineers and Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego (“Participating Agencies”) to develop a Special Area Management Plan for the Otay River.

This action also requests the San Diego County Housing Authority Board of Commissioners approval for the use of Housing Authority Administrative Fee Reserves of up to: 1) $17,500 for the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee application filing fee; 2) $75,000 for the County’s proportionate share of the San Diego Regional Mortgage Credit Certificate Program operating costs; and 3) $100,000 to be temporarily held on deposit for the County’s proportionate share of the performance guarantee required by the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee.

The federally funded mortgage credit certificate program is a home purchase assistance program that enables first-time homebuyers to receive a federal tax credit equal to 15 percent (15%) of the interest paid on their mortgage loan.  The tax savings result in increased income, which allows the homebuyer to qualify for a larger first mortgage loan.  The County of San Diego has participated in this program since 1994, resulting in a cumulative total exceeding $160 million in mortgage credit certificate allocations for the Region.  These allocations resulted in assistance to over 1,500 first-time homebuyers in San Diego County.  In addition, the program benefits local realtors, lenders, builders and other businesses involved in the housing industry.

Each year, local jurisdictions are provided with the opportunity to apply to the California Debt Limit Allocation Committee for one or more allocations of mortgage credit certificates.  The County of San Diego serves as the lead agency and applicant for 14 cities.
