	This is a proposal to amend the San Diego County General Plan Regional Land Use Element.  It represents the fourth, and last, such amendment to be considered by the County in 2006.  It involves a request to change the existing Estate Development Area (EDA) Regional Category to Country Town (CT) and the (17) Estate Residential Land Use Designation (1 dwelling unit per 2 or 4 acres) to (2) Residential (1 dwelling unit per acre).  This GPA is linked to the following proposed implementation actions:  a Rezone that will implement the proposed GPA by changing the existing RR.5 Use Regulation to RR1, the existing Density Designator from 0.5 dwelling unit per acre to 1 dwelling unit per acre, the existing Minimum Lot Size Designator from 2 acres to 0.5 acre and the “W” Setback Designator to “H”; and a Revised Tentative Map that proposes to subdivide the 45.76-acre project site into 37 residential lots and 3 open space lots.  The project site is located approximately 700 feet west of State Route (SR) 76 on the north side of Olive Hill Road in Bonsall.  (Thomas Bros. Guide:  1067; J1)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 20, 2006 (7), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to develop an ordinance to ban smoking in County parks, including possession of lighted or burning tobacco products or tobacco-related products, including but not limited to cigars, cigarettes, and pipes.  The Department of Parks and Recreation operates over 40,000 acres of parkland and open space with approximately 300 miles of trails, and includes camping, day use, and historic park sites.  The proposed ordinance will be enforced primarily through self-compliance.  The requested 
action will approve the first reading of the proposed ordinance and submit the ordinance for further consideration and adoption on December 13, 2006.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding source is Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserves which are being transferred to the Department of Parks and Recreation in the requested action.  If approved, this action will result in $15,000 current year cost for signage to inform the public of the newly adopted smoking ban.  Signage installation costs will be managed within the Department of Parks and Recreation Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The proposed ordinance will be enforced primarily through self-compliance.  Any activities involved with enforcing the ordinance will be managed with existing budgeted staff and no staff increases are requested.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The requested action will approve an amendment to an agreement between the County of San Diego and the Fallbrook Village Association, in the amount of $34,000 for improvements at the Fallbrook Central Mini-Park, also known as Beech Street Park (Thomas Bros: 1027/F3).  Improvements will be made to the existing irrigation system, fencing, park lighting, and sidewalks, in addition to installation of a new stairway connecting the upper and lower portions of the park, and an Americans with Disabilities Act ramp into the children’s play area.  Upon completion, all improvements will be maintained by the Fallbrook Village Association.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The request is to amend an existing agreement to add $34,000 for additional park improvements, for a total cost (original agreement for development of the park and all amendments) of $68,500.  If approved, this request will result in $40,000 current year cost to 1) fund the amendment ($34,000), and 2) provide for administrative costs related to the proposed amendment ($6,000), no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  The funding source is Fiscal Year 2005-2006 Fund Balance available in the Fallbrook Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) fund.  Upon completion, all improvements will be maintained by the Fallbrook Village Association.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 28, 2005 (11), the Board adopted an ordinance related to fees and charges for water service for the Campo Service Area.  Prior to adoption of the ordinance, on September 21, 2005 (4) the Board held a public hearing to consider proposed water rate adjustments.  Affected customers in the Campo Community portion of the Campo Service Area were notified of the public hearing in accordance with legal guidelines in effect at the time.  However, a legal challenge identified a recent California Supreme Court ruling stating that charges for water use, previously thought to be exempt from Proposition 218 noticing requirements, are indeed subject to the minimum 45-day advance noticing requirement of Article XIID (Proposition 218) of the State Constitution.  In light of the court ruling, the 2005 notice of public hearing to water rate payers did not meet the minimum Proposition 218 requirements.  In order to remedy the public noticing situation, notice of today’s hearing was mailed to customers in Campo Community portion of the Campo Service Area on October 13, 2006 which conforms to the minimum 45-day notice requirement for today’s hearing.  

This is a request to conduct a public hearing on previously adopted Ordinance No. 9736 related to fees and charges for water service, and to ratify the Ordinance as of the date it became operative last year (October 28, 2005), contingent on lack of majority written protests from property owners. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	No additional staff years will be required, and there will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund as a result of this action.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad, is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County and is one of the busiest single runway airports in the nation (Thomas Guide page 1127 3D).  It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities and is home to 305 aircraft. This item includes actions to bring federal customs service to McClellan-Palomar Airport through an agreement with the United Stated Customs and Border Protection Agency (CBP) and the adoption of an ordinance to allow for the recovery of County costs to provide the service. It also includes actions to amend leases and reach agreements with four fixed based operators to enable those operators to finance infrastructure for the customs facilities and to enable those operators to reimburse the San Diego County Flood Control District (Flood Control District) for a completed stormwater project at the airport.

CBP has a program that allows smaller airports, like McClellan-Palomar, to provide customs service by charging fees to those using the service to cover the cost of the program.  Users of McClellan-Palomar Airport have requested the County join this program so that this service can be offered at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  Implementation of this program will enhance service and convenience to the flying public. Customs service would begin after acceptance into the federal program, estimated for summer of 2007. 

There are four full service aviation businesses (known as Fixed Based Operators) with long term leases at McClellan-Palomar Airport.    Existing lessees support offering customs service for the convenience of their customers doing business at the airport.   In exchange for extensions of their leases, the Fixed Based Operators have agreed to pay customary equity payments to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  The County and the Fixed Based Operators have agreed to a Memorandum of Understanding that provides the payments be used towards start up funding for customs. 

The McClellan-Palomar Airport Underground Stormwater Quality Basin Project was approved by the Board on July 13, 2005 (4) to enhance the quality of stormwater runoff from the airport and surrounding businesses.  The proposed Memorandum of Understanding with the four Fixed Based Operators will also provide $250,000 to be used to reimburse the Flood Control District for the underground stormwater quality basin as the airport and the airport tenants were the major benefactors of this project. 

This is a request to authorize an application to CBP to have McClellan-Palomar Airport become a User Fee Airport for customs service. Upon acceptance into this program, the customs facility would be operated by County Airports under a Memorandum of Agreement with CBP.   Also requested is approval to amend the Use and Control Policy for County of San Diego Airports to include a section on Customs User Fees in the Schedule of Rates and Charges.  The proposed amendment to the Schedule of Rates and Charges will provide full cost recovery for this proposed service.  The request also includes a Memorandum of Understanding and lease amendments with the four Fixed Based Operators for ten years of additional term and providing payment to the County of $3.4 million.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no current fee structure for User Fee Customs Service.  If approved, this proposal will revise the Schedule of Rates and Charges for San Diego County Airports to ensure full cost recovery for providing customs service at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  Establishment of the recommended fees will require no changes to the budget and will result in no net General Fund cost.  The County’s Auditor and Controller have reviewed and approved these fees.    

Additionally, if approved, this request would amend the Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan by $437,438; $156,500 for customs service (in addition to $200,000 already in the spending plan for customs service to total $356,500), $30,938 for special departmental expenses and $250,000 for a portion of the McClellan-Palomar Airport Underground Stormwater Quality Basin.  The funding source is equity payments under terms of the amended lease agreements. If approved, this request will result in $437,438 ($370,865 down payment + 3 monthly payments of $22,191) in the current fiscal year. It will result in approximately $286,288 annually in subsequent years.  No additional staff years will be required.

Funds for this request are not budgeted in The Flood Control District’s Fiscal Year Operational Plan.  If approved this request in result in costs and revenue of $250,000 to reflect payment from the Airport Enterprise Fund.  The funding source is an operating transfer from the Airport Enterprise Fund.  No additional staff years will be required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT:

	
	This proposal will provide fees for those businesses clearing customs at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  This service is currently not available.  Businesses have voiced strong support for this program as proposed fees will be offset by cost saving in time, fuel and maintenance expense by eliminating the necessity to stop at another airport to clear customs before flying to McClellan-Palomar.

	The proposed project consists of road widening, asphalt concrete overlay, construction of concrete curb, gutter, sidewalk, traffic signal modifications, painting traffic stripes and pavement markings, and related storm drain improvements along Julian Avenue between Los Coches Road and Petite Lane in Lakeside (Thomas Guide page 1232 - B4, C4). The concrete sidewalk will improve pedestrian access and also will provide school children a safe route to a nearby school zone. This segment of Julian Avenue is the primary route for many children attending Tierra Del Sol Middle School.  

This project requires acquisition of permanent and temporary easements from 63 residential property owners. To date, 50 of the property owners have signed agreements for the right of way required for project construction. On November 1, 2006 (8), the Board set a hearing for December 6, 2006 to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for the remaining unassigned easement parcels.  Adoption of the Resolution of Necessity is on today’s Board agenda. Eminent domain suits, which include an order of possession, will be filed with the Court. The Real Estate Services Division is conducting negotiations with the remaining property owners in an attempt to reach agreements rather than allow the matters to be decided by the court. Court settlements may not be completed before construction contract award. Certification of right of way will be in place prior to the award of the construction contract.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Julian Avenue Road Improvements.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence in spring 2007 and be completed by spring 2008.

	The Julian Avenue Improvement Project, in the community of Lakeside, will widen both lanes of Julian Avenue from Los Coches Road to Petite Lane, and construct curbs, gutters, and sidewalks on both sides of the road.  The project will improve pedestrian safety and vehicular traffic flow in the area, which is south of Lindo Lake County Park and near Lindo Park Elementary School and Terra del Sol Middle School. (Thomas Guide, Page 1232, B-4, C-4). Construction is scheduled to begin in spring 2007 and to be completed in spring 2008. 
Construction of the planned improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easements rights over 63 properties along Julian Avenue.  Permanent and temporary easements are required from 17 properties and temporary easements are required on the remaining 46 properties.  The temporary easements are primarily needed to reconnect private driveways affected by the project to the new road surface.  Each property owner has received an offer, based on appraised value, for the required easement parcel(s), with the exception of the owner of Parcel Number 2004-0129–A (Toston), who is recently deceased. County staff will continue its efforts to locate a representative for the Toston estate. To date, 50 property owners have signed Right-of-Entry Permits or Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell the required easements to the County.  The project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain for the remaining unsigned parcels be requested at this time in order to meet project schedules and avoid losing project funding that must be expended by April 2007.  County staff will continue to meet with individual property owners to answer questions and resolve issues related to the project and the required easement acquisitions. The eminent domain process will also allow the County to legally acquire an easement from the Toston estate.

On November 1, 2006 (8), the Board set a hearing for December 6, 2006, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for the remaining unsigned easement parcels.  Today’s request is for the Board to adopt the Resolution of Necessity for the Julian Avenue Improvement Project.

The subject property is located north of Highway 67 and Riverford Road in Lakeside, adjacent to the San Diego River (Thomas Guide, page 1231-G4).  The property formerly housed a sewer treatment plant and flow equalization facility which was demolished earlier this year.  The District no longer has a use for the property.

The property’s central east County location and compatible adjacent development make it an ideal location for the proposed facility.  The proposed improvements include four youth baseball fields, a concession stand, a playground, and related facilities.  In addition, the County’s proposed multi-use trails located on the north side of Mast Boulevard and along the San Diego River will extend onto the site.  

The $2,825,000 purchase price of the 15.2-acre site was determined by an independent fee appraiser.  The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 6, 2006, to consider approving the purchase of the property from Lakeside Sanitation District, for the appraised value of $2,825,000.

The recommendations in this Board action also request the cancellation, establishment, and transfer of appropriations within various Capital projects to reallocate grant funds and provide the funding needed to support the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition and Development projects.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $2,825,000 on December 6, 2006 funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds in Capital Project 1007107 - Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition.  The total current year cost of the purchase, including estimated escrow and title fees of $3,000, is $2,828,000.  There will be no additional staff years associated with this action.  The recommendations in this Board action also request the cancellation, establishment, and transfer of appropriations within various Capital projects to reallocate grant funds and provide the funding needed to support the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition and Development projects.  These actions are discussed in the in the Background of the Board letter.

In addition, if approved this will reallocate $700,000 of Proposition 12 grants funds, previously budgeted in Capital Project 1000019 – Heritage Park Carousel, and exchange it with $700,000 of general fund appropriations from Project 1007107 – Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition.  There is no net funding change in either of these projects.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In February 2006, the Department of Public Works submitted a first round Proposition 40 and 50 Consolidated Grants Program proposal for $600,000 to assess and implement Best Management Practices that will reduce the discharge of nutrients from agricultural operations and nurseries in the Santa Margarita Watershed.  The Department was invited back to a second and final funding round application in June 2006, and was notified of the State Water Resource Control Board’s intent to award funding for the project on October 11, 2006.

The proposed project will investigate the effectiveness of various technical methods aimed at reducing nutrient availability and remove nutrients from runoff. Successful implementation of the resulting Best Management Practices by local growers should result in long-term reduction of nutrients in the Santa Margarita River watershed, which should in turn lead to the long-term improvement of surface and ground water quality, aquatic habitats, and overall stream health.

This is a request to accept the recently awarded $600,000 and to authorize the Department of Public Works to negotiate a grant agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to fund the nutrient reduction and monitoring project in the Santa Margarita watershed.  The County is providing $200,000 in matching funds from internal sources, in-kind services, existing contract services, and an ongoing Federal Clean Water Act section 319(h) grant.  Your Board is also requested to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to take the necessary action to contract for professional services in an amount not to exceed $600,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The project is expected to span two fiscal years and cost $800,000. Funding of $600,000 is based upon unanticipated revenue from the 2005-2006 Consolidated Grants Program Agricultural Water Quality Grant Program. Sources of the $200,000 budgeted in FY 2006-07 Watershed Protection Program for the Santa Margarita Nutrient Monitoring and Reduction Program are $60,000 of Federal Clean Water Act (CWA) section 319(h) Rainbow Creek Nutrient Reduction TMDL Implementation grant funding, and $140,000 General Fund revenue for in-kind staffing and existing equipment and service contracts.  

Estimated current year cost is $75,000, with $725,000 in the following year.  No additional staff years will be required.

	Implementation of this grant would provide data and analysis to the County and the agricultural stakeholders on the feasibility, performance, and costs of utilizing nutrient reduction best management practices. Technologies developed would be transferred to the agricultural community through a series of demonstration workshops.

The Department of Public Works performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications. These tasks include, among other things, review of subdivision maps, improvement plans, permit applications and grading plans. This work is fully funded through developer deposits and fees authorized in the current Department of Public Works Land Development Fee and Deposit Schedule.

These fees and deposits are continually monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels.  A review of private land development project costs for Fiscal Year 2005-06 shows some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover staff costs of providing the service.  In addition, the fee and deposit schedule is periodically revised to add or remove fees and deposits to reflect changing Department Public Works functions.  

This is a request to adopt an ordinance to amend the San Diego County Administrative Code to accomplish the following: Amend Section 364.2 to update Department Public Works hourly rates for staff salaries, adjust fees and deposits to align with actual department costs and clarify existing requirements.
