Applied Biosystems and Qiagen are the manufacturer of the DNA processing equipment at the Crime Lab.  Applied Biosystems and Qiagen are the only manufacturers of the kits that are designed specifically for the DNA analysis machines used by the Sheriff’s Crime Laboratory. 

The Sheriff’s Regional Crime Laboratory is requesting the approval of sole source procurement of a one year contract with four option years to purchase DNA Analytical Kits from Applied Biosystems in the estimated amount of $300,000 per year. Also requested is an approval of a sole source procurement of a one year contract with four options years with Qiagen Corporation for EZ1 DNA kits at an estimated total of $100,000 per year.  >>

Some of this information is shared by the various agencies using the Automated Regional Justice Information System (ARJIS). A vast amount of additional data is housed at the individual departments and offices or must be accessed from State and Federal agencies via their own systems.

The Sheriff’s Department is proposing to create a search tool similar to that used to search the Internet that would allow investigators to logon and efficiently scan all available data bases rapidly. Because the systems used in the various agencies rely predominantly on Microsoft products, it is essential for the Sheriff’s Department to call upon Microsoft and its experts to assist in the design of the search tool.  

Your Board is requested today to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate a sole source contract with Microsoft Corporation for consultation on the design of the search tool and for assistance in its regional implementation.>>

MHSA consists of five program components, as designated by the State.  The County’s plan for the initial program component, Community Services and Supports (CSS), was submitted to the State and implemented following Board approval on         December 13, 2005 (1), followed by the Prevention and Early Intervention (PEI) Program and Expenditure Plan, which was approved by your Board on       November 18, 2008 (9).  The November 18 action also accepted $25,200,000 in funding for 2008-09 projects.
Under the State’s guidelines, the State will reserve a portion of PEI funding allocated to counties for the administration of certain time-limited statewide projects.  This will not impact the base funding for PEI programs, as these reserved funds are in addition to the original PEI funding estimates for counties.  As required, counties are currently in the process of assigning their allocations for three of the projects to the State.  The three projects include a major Suicide Prevention Initiative, a Stigma and Discrimination Reduction Initiative, and a Student Mental Health Initiative.  If approved, the proposed action would authorize assignment of San Diego County’s approximately $3,376,700 annually to the State for Fiscal Years 2008-09 through 2011-12.>>

Providing a place for San Diego County residents of all ages to access a wide range of informative materials, the County Library system is a valuable supplement to our educational system and facilities and is a symbol of our ongoing commitment to improving self-directed learning and community education.

It has always been the County’s policy to permit library patrons of all ages to access all available library materials. Included in these materials are DVDs and videos which have been given an “R” rating by the Motion Picture Association of America (MPAA). Given that these DVDs and videos are available for minors to check out, it is the County’s responsibility to ensure that parents are made aware of and consent to this policy.  Ultimately, protecting a child from viewing inappropriate material is a parent’s responsibility, but the County Board of Supervisors ought to support parents who take that responsibility seriously. That is why creating a sensible and fair policy requiring active rather than passive parental consent before allowing minors to access DVDs and videos which have been given an “R” rating by the MPAA should be developed.  In order to assist parents or guardians in exercising their right to decide whether or not their child under the age of 18 will have access to R-rated DVD’s and videocassettes, the County proposes just such an option.  Parents or guardians who wish to restrict access to R-rated video materials for their children are able to check the appropriate box on their child’s library card application.

	<This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2008-09 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year operations.  The projected balance for the General Fund is $0.6 million, and for all budgetary funds combined, is $16.4 million.  These projected balances are significantly less than have been reported at this time in previous years and reflect the impact on the County of the struggling global economy.  The significant declines in real estate values, construction activity, and consumer spending are affecting important funding streams used to pay for many services provided to County residents.  An economic slowdown was anticipated as we developed the Fiscal Years 2008-10 Operational Plan last spring, but not of the magnitude we began experiencing in the summer and fall.  Most severely affected are revenues from property taxes, sales tax, vehicle license fees, and recording fees, which are anticipated to be below budgeted levels by a combined $90 million.   This figure, and therefore the fund balance projections, could improve if the economy starts to recover in the next two to three months, but the picture may also worsen should the economy experience further deterioration.  Compounding these economic issues for the County is the budget crisis being faced by the State.  The State has announced a new shortfall of $28 billion, the solution to which will have an as yet unknown impact on County-provided services that are dependent upon State funding.  The County’s fiscal and management discipline, however, has afforded us the ability to respond to this situation in a methodical, strategic manner. 
With respect to the State budget impacts on the County, this letter recommends that a total of $5.2 million in appropriations and revenues be canceled in the departments of the Alternate Public Defender, Public Defender, Probation, and Sheriff.  This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, adjustments are recommended to address indigent defense costs, law enforcement services and communications needs, and outdated information technology equipment and infrastructure. 

In the Land Use and Environment Group, significant adjustments include increasing appropriations for bridge preventative maintenance, amending the Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan related to Gillespie Field and Palomar Airport projects that are funded from unanticipated revenue from the Federal Aviation Administration and fund balance, and establishing appropriations in the Department of Planning and Land Use for hazardous fuels reduction activities based on federal grants and for fire protection projects, based on funding from the Fire Intervention Relief Effort Campaign.  Other adjustments in the Land Use and Environment Group include establishing appropriations to offset the costs of fire rebuild permits, establishing appropriations in the Department of Planning and Land Use for continued work on the Business Case Management System, and reallocating resources among certain park projects. 

In the Community Services Group, significant adjustments include a payment from the General Fund to the Library Fund, to correct a misallocation to the General Fund of revenues that should have gone to the County Library pursuant to the San Marcos III redevelopment agreement.  It will be used to augment management reserves and to purchase additional Library materials.  Other significant adjustments in the Community Services Group include establishing appropriations for the acquisition of fixed assets for various Library maintenance and remodeling projects, and amending the spending plan in the Fleet Management Internal Service Fund to address higher than anticipated fuel and parts/repair costs and to install mandatory vapor recovery fueling equipment. 

Other recommended adjustments across the Groups include establishing appropriations to reimburse departments for Quality First payments made to employees.  In addition, the Board is asked to ratify budget adjustments made by staff during Fiscal Year 2007-08 year-end closing for the General Fund, Public Works Internal Service Fund, Airport Enterprise Fund, and Campo Water and Sewer Funds. >>

	<On August 20, 1996, the County Board of Supervisors approved letters of understanding with recognized employee organizations including provisions that contributions to the San Diego County Employees Retirement Association (SDCERA) would be “picked-up” by the County pursuant to Internal Revenue Code section 414(h)(2) and that the same policy would be applied to unrepresented employees.   The result of the employer pick-up is that employee contributions will be treated as employer contributions under the Internal Revenue Code thereby permitting such contributions to be made to SDCERA on a pre-tax basis.  However, the County has never formally adopted a resolution, policy or ordinance applying the pick-up to unrepresented employees although those employees’ contributions have been picked-up and thus paid on a pre-tax basis.  Internal Revenue Service Ruling 2006-43 addresses certain requirements for employee contributions to a retirement system, such as SDCERA, that are picked-up by an employer within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code.  This ruling requires the employer to specify that the contributions, although designated as employee contributions, are being paid by the employer in lieu of contributions by the employee, and that the employee must not be given the option of choosing to receive the contributed amounts directly instead of having them paid by the employer to the retirement system. The ruling requires the employer to adopt a resolution containing such language prior to January 1, 2009. In order to retroactively correct any previous deficiencies in the pick-up process, Pillsbury, Winthrop, Shaw and Pittman, the County’s outside tax counsel, recommends approval of the attached resolution in order to comply with the Revenue Ruling requirements.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro As part of the initial Information Technology (IT) Outsourcing Agreement in 1999, the County began the installation of an Enterprise Resource Planning (ERP) suite of applications comprised of Oracle Financials, Kronos Time & Labor, and PeopleSoft Human Resources.  This began the transformation of outdated legacy financial and human resource systems to enhanced, state-of-the-art applications. 

The Oracle Financials application serves as the County’s accounting system and is critical to the ongoing fiscal stability of the organization.  Currently, the County is operating on a non-current version of the application, thereby placing the County at risk for insufficient support, as necessary updates and development changes are no longer available.  Without an upgrade, additional application costs will be incurred to the extent the County needs support requiring changes to the application.  In addition, as various departments in the County implement new IT applications or upgrade existing IT applications that interface with Oracle Financials, it will become more costly to support the interfaces due to the maintenance of an outdated version.  

As part of an upgrade, the County could take advantage of other technologies that have been developed since the original implementation of the ERPs, such as data warehouses and middleware technologies, which would significantly improve the reporting and maintenance of customized changes to the Oracle Financials application and reduce future upgrade costs.  In order to have a properly supported system, approval to proceed with a Request for Statement of Qualifications, Request for Proposals, and the subsequent award of a contract upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price to upgrade the Oracle Financials application and implement a Data Warehouse and Oracle Fusion middleware is recommended.  >>

	<One of the most critical issues facing our world today is the matter of energy dependence. Individual households to countries across the globe are currently formulating strategies to cope with diminishing natural resources and the volatile oil prices. One solution that could lead to energy independence and efficiency, as well as provide an affordable source of renewable energy is solar energy. Solar energy is now becoming more common place on new construction in both residential and industrial structures. Unfortunately, owners of older structures, while interested in upgrading to solar energy, are finding the systems cost-prohibitive. 

In the spirit of the Improvement Act of 1911, which enables governments to offer funding for other improvements through and its provisions for contractual assessments, the State recently approved AB 811. The intent of the bill is to promote energy efficiency by reducing homeowner up-front costs. The legislation specifically authorizes local governments to provide loans to property owners for installation of alternative energy systems and energy conservation measures. The term of the loan is up to 20 years and would be paid back through a voluntary tax assessment. The voluntary assessment would simply be added to the property owner’s current property tax bill.  

In these difficult economic times, lending is scarce. This program provides property owners both a way to improve their homes and businesses and a long-term solution to reduce the money spent on energy bills.

This program could be beneficial for the property owner and the County’s economy. Should enough property owners take advantage of this program, production and installation of solar energy systems could rise dramatically, creating a need for jobs in these areas. >>
