	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The State of California Air Resources Board awarded $169,000 in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 Diesel Emission Reduction Act funds to the San Diego Air Pollution Control District to retrofit in-use diesel school buses with particulate matter filters no later than September 30, 2009.  The project has been completed and ten school buses have been retrofitted.

The grant allows up to 7% of the total grant amount for administrative and implementation costs.  This is a request to transfer $11,830 of administrative and implementation costs from the Air Quality School Bus Program Fund to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund.

This is also a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to issue a refund to the State of California Air Resources Board for the unused amount of the grant and corresponding interest earnings.>>
