	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 13, 2002 (17), at the request of Supervisor Slater, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the acquisition of the Derbas property for open space and take steps to identify funding for its purchase.  The Derbas property consists of approximately 345 acres of environmentally significant undeveloped land located within the City of Escondido.  The site is immediately adjacent to Del Dios Highway at the intersection of Date Lane, as shown on Attachment "1".  (Thomas Guide, page 1149-E1)

On September 18, 2002 (1), the Board approved the purchase of a 92-acre parcel from the Derbas Trust for $1,200,000.  Concurrently, The Escondido Creek Conservancy (TECC) purchased the remaining 253 acres from the Derbas Trust for $3,300,000.  On September 18, 2002 (1), the Board also approved an option agreement between the County and TECC entitling the County with the right to purchase the 253-acre property from the Conservancy.  On March 5, 2003 (5), the Board approved the incremental purchase of 168.66 acres from TECC for $2,200,000.  

On November 5, 2003 (34), the Board set a hearing for December 10, 2003 to consider purchasing the remaining Derbas property, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 238-020-36 from TECC.  The exact size of the remaining acreage has been calculated at 83.87 acres based on refined current record mapping. 

The Board is requested to approve the Letter of Intent for the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 238-020-36 from TECC for the appraised value of $1,100,000.

	Funds for this request, in the amount of $1,100,000, are budgeted and available in Capital Project KA3426 - Derbas Property Acquisition.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $1,100,000 to purchase the 83.87-acre parcel, no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  Operations and maintenance of the acquired open space parcel will be managed utilizing existing budgeted resources within the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes a General Plan Amendment, Rezone, Zoning Ordinance Amendment and Noise Ordinance Amendment to implement a portion of the Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan.  The Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan is an action plan for the County of San Diego developed by the citizens of Fallbrook.  It is intended to direct future development policy and capital expenditures in the Village area of Fallbrook to enhance economic vitality while preserving and promoting the Village character and creating a pedestrian friendly environment for Fallbrook residents, business owners and visitors.  The Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan is solely a concept plan and has no legal binding land use authority.  The Board of Supervisors approved the Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan on March 22, 2000 (10). 

Approval of the Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan included a recommendation to make the following changes:

1. A General Plan Amendment and Rezone to implement five new Village Zones for the business district.

2. Amending the Fallbrook Design Guidelines.

3. Establishing new public road design standards for Fallbrook.

4. Establishing special districts for parking, business district improvements, and flood control.

5. Extensive road, sidewalk, and parking improvements.

6. Developing a pocket park program for Fallbrook.

The proposed project will implement Recommendation #1.  In the future, as funding is secured, the outstanding recommendations from the Fallbrook Economic Revitalization Plan will be implemented.

The Zoning Ordinance Amendment and Rezone will develop and apply five new “Village Zones” to a portion of the existing business district.  The General Plan Amendment will revise the Regional Land Use Element to add a new (28) Fallbrook Village Land Use Designation to accommodate the mixed uses proposed for the Village Zones.  The General Plan Amendment will also apply the new (28) Fallbrook Village Land Use Designation to the project site.  The amendment to the San Diego County Noise Ordinance will add the Village Zones to Section 36.404, which establishes the sound level limits for specific zones.


The project is located near the western edge of the Fallbrook Community Planning Area and includes portions of the central business district.  The project area is generally located north of Fallbrook Street, south of Kalmia Street, east of Wisconsin Avenue and west of Potter Street.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to amend the Santa Fe Creek Specific Plan to delete the requirement to provide 50-foot wide utility buffer easements on either side of the two SDG&E easements that cross through the Specific Plan Area.  This is the first step to remove the requirement for the Utility Buffer Easements.  These easements were originally required to provide a buffer between habitable structures and the electromagnetic fields produced by utility lines.  It has been determined that these buffers are no longer necessary.  Impacts from electromagnetic fields are not considered significant.  A landscaping program for the easements will remain a requirement of the Specific Plan.  This proposed amendment would allow these easements to be vacated.  

Also proposed is the adoption of a Resolution of Intention to Vacate the Utility Buffer Easements.  The actual vacation of the easements will be considered at a subsequent Board Hearing on January 14, 2004.  The project site is located north of the community of Rancho Santa Fe and north of the northerly terminus of Via de la Flores.

	This is a request, pursuant to Board of Supervisor Policy I-63, General Plan Amendment and Zoning Guidelines, by Gary Monetta, representing the property owners, that the Board of Supervisors initiate a General Plan Amendment for 38 acres at the southwest corner of the intersection of San Vicente Road and Warnock Drive in the Ramona Planning Area.  The request proposes that the Board initiate a General Plan Amendment to change the Land Use Designation from the (19) Intensive Agriculture Land Use Designation to the (13) General Commercial Land Use Designation for 2.4 acres of the site and the (15) Limited Impact Industrial Land Use Designation for 35.6 acres of the site.  The applicant proposes to file a concurrent Rezone to implement the changes to the General Plan.  The Rezone proposal would be to change the Use Regulations from the A72(8) General Agricultural Use Regulations to the C36, General Commercial Use Regulations for 2.4 acres and the M52, Limited Impact Industrial Use Regulations for 35.6 acres.  The site is in the Estate Development Area (EDA) Regional Category and the (19) Intensive Agriculture Land Use Designation in the Ramona Planning Area. Zoning is A72, General Agricultural Use Regulations, with a minimum lot size of 8 acres.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539) or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the Natural Communities Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to five percent of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s Five Percent Coastal Sage Scrub Loss Allotment By Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of San Marcos for Hanson Aggregates’ Rancho Coronado project for use of 40.5 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment that meets the requirements of Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of 42 acres of open space land dedicated in fee title to the County adjacent to Sycamore Canyon Open Space Preserve, 40.5 acres as compensation under this policy and 1.5 acres of native grassland as off-site impact mitigation for the project.

	A sum of $5,000 was deposited with the County on July 28, 2003 to offset the County Staff costs associated with this request (WN-2086).  Although there is biological value in ownership of open space preserve, the land has no fiscal impact.

2. Approve and authorize the use of 40.5 acres of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment by the City of San Marcos for Hanson Aggregates’ Rancho Coronado project.  

3. Approve the transfer of fee title of the 42 acres of land adjacent to Sycamore Canyon Open Space Preserve to the County of San Diego and authorize the Director, Department of General Services, or assignee, to execute all escrow and related documents required to complete this transaction.

4. Approve and authorize the Director of the Department of Planning and Land Use to notify the City of San Marcos and the Wildlife Agencies (U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the California Department of Fish and Game) that 40.5 acres of Coastal sage scrub habitat will be deducted from the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub habitat loss allotment upon finalized compensation.

	On December 10, 1997 (5) the Board of Supervisors approved the General Plan 2020 Scope of Work and authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Request for Proposals to negotiate and award a contract for the revision of the Plan.  On August 12, 1998 (2) the Board authorized execution of the agreement with Wallace Roberts & Todd, LLC, to provide the required service.   The contract was amended on February 28, 2000 to proceed with one of the optional services to assist in the creation of a biological species prediction model.  The contract was amended again on November 1, 2000 (12) to add consultant tasks to the Scope of Work and increase the cost to include these additional tasks.

This is a request to authorize a third amendment to the contract to extend the expiration date to December 31, 2005 to address additional tasks referred to General Plan 2020.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Conservation Assessment Program

The Conservation Assessment Program provides eligible museums with funding for a general conservation survey of historic facilities and artifacts.  This grant program funds a two-day site visit by conservation professionals to perform the assessment of historic artifacts and structures.  The Los Peñasquitos Adobe is a fully restored nineteenth-century adobe ranch house located in the Los Peñasquitos Canyon Preserve and operated by the Department of Parks and Recreation.  A conservation assessment is needed to facilitate the preservation of the structure and the conservation and display of the artifacts.  The grant amount being requested is approximately $8,000.  If approved, a match of approximately $2,000 will be provided by Department of Parks and Recreation Grant Match General Funds to supplement the grant amount to cover the full project cost.  The application deadline is December 1, 2003.  This proposed action will ratify the application, which is being submitted simultaneously with the docketing of this Board letter, and will authorize the acceptance of grant funds if they are awarded.

Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program

The Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program is accepting applications from state, local, federal and non-profit agencies in California for the State 2004-2005 fiscal year for competitive grants to mitigate the environmental impact of modified or new public transportation facilities.  These funds, which are administered by the Resources Agency of California, do not require a match, although applications are scored more favorably if the applicant can provide a match, either in funding or in-kind services.  This requested action will approve a resolution authorizing an application in the amount of $250,000 for the restoration of Barnett Ranch Open Space Preserve, which was burned in the 2003 wildfires.  If grant funds are awarded, the Department of Parks and Recreation proposes to match the grant award with $30,000 of in-kind services in the form of existing budgeted staff time.

In addition to the project the County proposes under this grant program  (Barnett Ranch Open Space Preserve Restoration), the San Dieguito River Park Joint Powers Authority, the San Dieguito River Valley Conservancy, and the County of San Diego propose to partner on a grant application in the amount of $250,000 to acquire 43.75 acres of high quality Mixed chaparral and Coastal sage scrub habitat in the San Pasqual Valley.  The property is located off Highland Valley Road, just upstream from the Lake Hodges Reservoir, and is within the Multiple Species Conservation Plan pre-approved mitigation area.  The grant application is being submitted by the Joint Powers Authority.  If approved, the Joint Powers Authority would own and manage the land, and the County would receive Multiple Species Conservation Plan credits for the acquired property.  The County would contribute $100,000 of previously budgeted Multiple Species Conservation Plan/Open Space Acquisition General Funds toward purchase of the property, if grant funds are awarded.  Similarly, $100,000 in matching funds would be provided by the San Dieguito River Valley Conservancy, if funding is awarded.  This requested action will approve a resolution of support for the application being submitted by the Joint Powers Authority, which includes a commitment from the Board to contribute the proposed matching funds.  A waiver of Board Policy I-120, San Dieguito Joint Powers Authority – Acquisition and Disposal of Real Property Within the Unincorporated Area of the County, is requested to allow the San Dieguito River Park Joint Powers Authority to apply for funding for acquisition of property that is not currently on the approved acquisition list.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This is a request for 1) ratification of a previously submitted grant application, 2) authorization to apply for grant funding, and 3) authorization to adopt a resolution of support in partnership with two other agencies in the application for grant funds.  

Conservation Assessment Program

The Conservation Assessment Program does not require a match, however, grant applications are scored more favorably if the applicant can provide a match.  The amount of the grant is estimated at $8,000.  If funding is awarded, the Department proposes to provide approximately $2,000 from budgeted Department of Parks and Recreation Grant Match General Funds to supplement the grant for the market value cost of the assessment (estimated at $10,000), which is not fully covered by the grant.  If grant funds are awarded, staff will return to the Board for appropriation of the awarded grant.
Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program

The Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program (EEMP) is a competitive grant program having no match requirement, and funding may or may not be awarded.  Even though the grant does not require a match, applications are scored more favorably if the applicant can provide a match, either in funding or in-kind services.  The grant amount being requested for the County’s proposal, Barnett Ranch Open Space Preserve Acquisition, is $250,000.  If funds are awarded, staff will return to the Board for appropriation of the awarded grant; the Department proposes to match the grant award with $30,000 of in-kind services in the form of existing budgeted staff time.  

In addition, the Department proposes that the County partner with two other agencies in an application for EEMP funds for an acquisition project in which awarded funding would go to the San Dieguito River Park Joint Powers Authority (the lead agency) for purchase of property in the San Pasqual Valley.  If the grant is awarded, the County proposes to contribute $100,000 in previously budgeted Multiple Species Conservation Plan (MSCP)/Open Space Acquisition General Funds for the purchase.  The property would be owned and managed by the JPA who would submit the application, and the County would receive MSCP credits for the property acquired.  There is no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from these actions.

RAMONA AIRPORT MITIGATION – ACQUISITION OF PORTIONS OF ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBERS 277-121-02, 277-121-13, 281-010-12 AND 282-010-01 (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 23, 2001 (18), the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution authorizing applications and agreements for federal and state funding for capital improvement projects at Borrego Valley Airport, Fallbrook Community Airport and Ramona Airport.

Over the past two years, the County has applied for and received in excess of $5,000,000 in federal grants for construction of the Ramona Airport Improvement Project.  The projects performed under these grants include construction of a new sewer line, a 1000-foot runway extension, and a control tower.  As a condition of approval from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the California Fish and Game, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Regional Water Quality Control Board, the Department of Public Works is required to mitigate in the immediate area of the Ramona Airport for the project’s impacts by creating and preserving wetlands as well as vernal pool habitat.  Two parcels of land located south of the Ramona Airport have been identified to mitigate the project impacts (Thomas Guide, Pages 1151-H7 and 1152-B7). A 10.19-acre parcel will satisfy the wetland mitigation requirement, and a 20.20-acre vernal pool parcel will partially satisfy the impacts to vernal pool habitat.

The Board is requested to set a hearing date for January 14, 2004, to consider the purchase of portions of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 277-121-02, 277-121-13, 281-010-12 and 282-010-01 from The Nature Conservancy for $439,000.

	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request to publish the Notice of Intention to Purchase and set a hearing to consider the approval of the purchase.  Should the Board approve the purchase of the parcels on January 14, 2004, the funding source will be the Airport Enterprise Fund. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport in Carlsbad is the public aviation gateway to San Diego’s North County. The airport provides services to general aviation, corporate aviation, and offers commercial flight services.  

On August 14, 1973 (68), the Board approved a 30-year aviation lease with North County Aviation, Inc. for approximately 6.26 acres at the airport.  The lease area was increased to 7.77 acres by the Sixth Amendment dated May 13, 1986 (37).  This lease was assigned to Western Flight, Inc. on March 30, 1990.

Western Flight, Inc. is a full-service Fixed Base Operator with multiple jets available for charter flights. On August 15, 2003, Western Flight, Inc.’s previous thirty-year lease terminated and is currently on holdover. After lengthy negotiations with Western Flight, Inc. staff developed three proposed new aviation leases covering approximately the same leased area as covered by the terminated lease. There are three distinct types of land being leased, and each has unique financing requirements. Having three leases will provide Western Flight, Inc., better ability to finance and audit its business.

This is a request to approve three new aviation leases with Western Flight, Inc.  The monthly rent for all three leases will be increased to fair market rent.  Revenues from leases on airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, a fund which is used to improve safety and security at County Airports.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Budgeted amount for current fiscal year rent is $102,480. If approved, this request will result in additional revenue totaling $88,030.00 to the Airport Enterprise Fund. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under the terms of the new lease agreements. The total lease revenue will be $190,510.00 in the current year ($12,810.00 for 1.5 months at the previous monthly rate of $8,540.00; $114,460.50 for 10.5 months at the new combined monthly rate of $10,901.00, which includes $5,626.50 per month for the first lease, $4,532.00 for the second lease, and $742.50 for the third lease; and $63,240.00 for 6 months of equity payments at $10,540.00 per month).  The equity payments reimburse the County for postponing the date it will own the improvements. The total equity cost of $1,039,139.00 will be amortized over 15 years with monthly payments of $10,540.00, which shall be added to the base rent for the first lease beginning January 1, 2004.  The leases will result in approximately $257,292.00 in future annual revenue and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport in Carlsbad is the major public aviation gateway to San Diego’s North County.  It serves the general aviation community, corporate aircraft, and commercial flight services.

On November 8, 1983 (47), the Board approved a thirty-year aviation lease with Friedkin Investments, Inc. for approximately 10.47 acres at the airport.  This lease was amended six times.  The lease area was reduced to 7.14 acres by Fifth Amendment dated August 12, 1997 (11).  This lease was assigned to Jet Source, Inc. on February 22, 2000. Jet Source, Inc. provides facilities for commercial aviation businesses and storage for general aviation aircraft.

On January 5, 1993 (24), the Board approved a two-year lease with Amicorp, Inc. for approximately 1.35 acres at the airport. This lease was amended two times. On November 7, 1995 (53) the First Amendment extended the term of this lease to thirty years.  On September 10, 1997 this lease was assigned to Jet Source, Inc.

This is a request to combine the two leaseholds into one new aviation lease containing 8.49 acres. The new lease will be for a thirty-year lease term commencing January 1, 2004. The monthly rent will be increased to fair market rent.  Revenue from leases on airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, a fund which is used to operate and maintain County Airports.

	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under the terms of the new lease agreement.  If approved, this request will result in a total lease revenue of $174,208.56 in the current year, representing six months at the previous monthly rate of $12,576.57 and six months at the new combined monthly rate of $16,458.19 ($13,046.00 rent plus $3,412.19 additional rent for equity).  The equity payment in the amount of $336,419.00, amortized over 15 years, is for postponement of the County’s reversionary interest in the existing leasehold improvements.  The lease will result in approximately $197,498.28 in future annual revenue and will require no additional staff years.

	On June 16, 1999 (3), the Board authorized a contract for County site assessment services where underground storage tanks had been removed. Gradient Engineers, Inc. was selected to provide environmental services for underground storage tank site assessment and remediation design, as required.  The initial contract for both Department of Public Works and General Services sites was for $760,000 ($530,000 for Department of Public Works sites, and $230,000 for General Services sites).  Subsequently, amendments to the contract have been approved (February 14, 2001 (4) and June 12, 2002 (20)) which increased contract funding to $1,525,000 ($1,035,000 for Department of Public Works sites and $490,000 for Department of General Services sites).

Of the initial 25 sites included in the site assessment project, seven of the ten General Service sites and seven of the 15 Department of Public Works sites have been approved or are pending approval for case closure status with the County Department of Environmental Health.  Once case closure status has been approved, no further assessment or remediation action is required in response to the tank removals.  

The Department of Environmental Health recommended additional groundwater monitoring, and possibly soil remediation of the remaining 11 sites.  Case closure will depend on results of additional assessments performed.  

Recommended actions would amend the existing contract to increase funding for Department of Public Works sites by $230,000, bringing the Countywide contract total to $1,755,000.  This will fund continued monitoring and preparation of remediation design plans, as well as oversight of remediation contract work at Department of Public Works sites, as required.   Sufficient funds remain to complete the work on General Fund sites.

If remediation is necessary, the Board will be asked to authorize advertisement and award of a competitive soil remediation contract.

	Funds for this proposal are available in the Department of Public Works Internal Service Fund Fund Balance. Total project cost for the Underground Storage Tanks contract with this action will be $1,775,000. Funds will be used for four purposes: (1) to provide technical assistance during commercial truck inspections at the United States/Mexico border; (2) to develop and implement educational programs on emergency response and personal protective equipment to affected agencies on both sides of the border; (3) to respond to complaints involving imports and exports of hazardous wastes between California and Mexico; and (4) to conduct a pilot test of electronic data submittal to the Department of Toxic Substance Control for hazardous waste inspection and enforcement actions. The revenue agreement, in effect since June 21, 1994, is being renewed through June 30, 2004 in the amount of  $100,000 for Fiscal Year 2003-04.

The funding source is the revenue agreement with the State Department of Toxic Substances Control. 	EMERGENCY CONSTRUCTION OF FIRE RELATED EROSION CONTROL MEASURES TO PROTECT COUNTY MAINTAINED ROADS (District: 2 and 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Cedar and Paradise wildfires burned hillsides adjacent to several County-maintained roads resulting in immediate hazards from erosion and mudflows during even minor rain events.  To assess the severity of these hazards, the County hired a consultant firm, GeoSyntec, to identify areas of highest risk and emergency protective measures necessary to protect roadways from significant damage.  Areas of highest risk were determined through assessment of geology, soil type, topography, and amount of burned watershed.

GeoSyntec is nearing completion of assessment work and has identified approximately twenty high-risk locations where emergency protective measures are required to reduce hazards to County-maintained roads during rain events.  Emergency protective measures recommended include placement of sand/gravel bags, fiber rolls, hydro-mulching, K-rail barriers, construction and cleanout of debris basins, temporary retaining walls and culvert entrance protections. 

California Conservation Corps labor crews are being used to the maximum extent possible to place those erosion control devices such as sand/gravel bags and fiber rolls under direction of County crews.  For construction of debris basins, temporary retaining walls and other more technical/equipment-dependent work, a construction contractor is needed. Due to imminent winter rains, it is not practical to use the County’s routine contracting procedures.  

Work would be performed under emergency contracting procedures in accordance with the Public Exigency exemption of Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement; and California Public Contract Code Section 22050, Emergency Contracts for Repair or Replacement of Public Facility.  This is a request to approve a sole source contract not to exceed $250,000 with Ahrens Corporation of San Diego for timely placement of required protection measures. Use of this sole source contractor is the only practical way to protect County roads against damage and closure from erosion and mudflows. This contractor was selected based on its past performance and ability to mobilize and perform work immediately.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for road maintenance are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Road Fund. Funding source is Gas Tax. Current year cost is estimated at up to $250,000. There will be no subsequent year cost or additional staff years required.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. Find the proposed project pursuant to Section 15269 (a)(b)(c)(d) of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines is statutorily exempt because the proposed project is in response to the Cedar and Paradise Fires in which the Governor proclaimed a state of emergency for the disaster stricken areas.

2. Pursuant to Public Contract Code Section 22050 (C) (2), find that the emergency will not permit a delay resulting from competitive solicitation, and there is a need to contract for Wildfire Flood and Erosion Control Construction to respond to the emergency; and authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and award the contract to Ahrens Corporation on an emergency basis. (4 VOTES)
