	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 7, 1999 (6), the Board approved a program (Strategy for the Procurement of Standardized Fleet Vehicles) to standardize the makes, models, and types of vehicles acquired for use in various County departments.  The Board authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue an all-inclusive, multiple manufacturers bid for the acquisition of sedans, law enforcement patrol sedans, and light trucks/vans.  The intent of the bid was to award to one manufacturer that would be the County’s vehicle manufacturer of choice for all light duty vehicles for a five-year period.  Based on the referenced competitive bid, the County elected to standardize its fleet on Ford Motor products for five years.  That authority has now expired. The acquisition of standardized vehicles has been extremely successful and lowered operations costs for County Departments. This is a request to extend the current authority to standardize fleet vehicles on Ford Motor products for the next five years.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted.  The funding source is the County departments that pay depreciation charges to the Fleet Services Internal Service Fund (ISF) and is for an estimated annual expenditure of approximately $6,388,000 beginning in fiscal year 2005-06 for a period of five years.  The current fiscal year 2004-05 expenditure is estimated at approximately $6,935,760.   The proposed action will result in no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 19, 2002 (17), on motion of Supervisor Dianne Jacob, the Board directed and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with development of Proposition 14 Bond Act applications for a new replacement library in the community of Alpine.  The Board also directed and authorized the Director of General Services to negotiate an Option to Purchase the land for the new Alpine Library and to pay a nonrefundable option fee.  On February 11, 2003 (7), the Board approved an Option Agreement, Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions for purchase of a .78-acre parcel for $256,000 for a future larger County branch library in Alpine adjacent to the Alpine Community Center (Thomas Guide, Page 1234 A6).

Today's request is to approve an amendment to (1) extend the Option to Purchase for two consecutive time periods through December 31, 2007, (2) to pay an additional $12,000 for each extension; and (3) to adjust the ultimate purchase price to reflect changes in land value over the extension time.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted.  The funding source for this proposal is Library Capital Outlay Fund Project KL2983, now Oracle Project 1000180.  If approved, this request will result in $12,000 current year cost, a potential cost of $12,000 in Fiscal Year 2005 – 2006, plus a potential, but unknown, increase to the original purchase price of $256,000 (based on appraisal), and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County currently has three leases with New Alternatives, Incorporated, covering various portions of the former Hillcrest Receiving Home facility and grounds located on Third Avenue in San Diego (Thomas Guide, Page 1269, A4).  Today the Board is requested to approve a new five-year lease with New Alternatives, Incorporated, for the entire Hillcrest facility and grounds.  For maximum flexibility, either party with six months prior written notice may terminate the lease, and it may be extended by mutual agreement of the parties after the initial five-year term, up to an additional ten years.  Following Board approval of the proposed new lease to New Alternatives, Incorporated, the County will sublease back 1,902 square feet of space on a month-to-month basis for the Health and Human Services Agency's Juvenile Forensics Unit. These actions will increase revenue to the County, transfer to New Alternatives, Incorporated, the responsibility and cost of all routine and preventive maintenance, and will allow the programs provided by New Alternatives, Incorporated, and the County to continue at the Hillcrest facility.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If the lease of the subject property is approved, annual lease revenue will be deposited into the Facilities Management Internal Service Fund.  This request will result in $242,000 current year net revenue and $292,000 net annual revenue to the Facilities Management Internal Service Fund. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Long Term Care Integration Project has been a multi-year effort approved by the Board of Supervisors to explore options for integrating acute and long-term care for elderly and disabled county residents.  At Board direction, the Health and Human Services Agency has been working with a large group of stakeholders that includes providers, consumers, caregivers, and advocates to develop three strategies to improve care.  These three options are the Network of Care strategy, the Physician strategy, and the Healthy San Diego Plus strategy.  

On July 13, 2004 (17), the Board received a status report on the three strategies, and accepted funding and took related actions to proceed with implementing the Network of Care strategy.  The Board also authorized continued planning activities for the Physician strategy and the Healthy San Diego Plus strategy.

Today’s item requests Board action to ratify a grant application, accept and appropriate grant funds, if awarded, and authorize necessary procurements to continue work on the Healthy San Diego Plus strategy, a voluntary managed care approach.  This fully integrated model would combine a Medi-Cal and Medicare capitated rate to qualified health plans and provide the flexibility to purchase services for individuals that meet their needs rather than matching a list of benefits.  The County is eligible to compete for up to $500,000 available from a State Long Term Care Integration grant.  

The State intends to award no more than two grants, with recipients expected to have the long term care integration programs supported by the grants operative by January 1, 2007.  The grant, with a 20% match requirement, would fund activities during January through June 2005. The County would be responsible for subsequent pre-implementation and implementation activities.

If awarded, the State grant will support continued planning efforts toward implementation of Healthy San Diego Plus, including hiring expert consultants to prepare final planning recommendations in a variety of areas by June 30, 2005.  The stakeholder group will then have the opportunity to discuss, revise, and reach consensus on the expert’s recommendations for implementation.  Those stakeholder recommendations will be brought back to the Board early in 2006 for a decision whether or not to proceed with the actual implementation of Healthy San Diego Plus.

The County’s Public Health Laboratory, managed by the Health and Human Services Agency’s Public Health Services division, has not been updated or expanded since 1991.  The existing space, including the heating ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) system, needs to be upgraded to meet new federal requirements for bioterrorism-related Biosafety Level 3 governmental monitoring and surveillance programs. 

Board action is requested to allocate $4.3 million for the Public Health Laboratory remodel to enable San Diego County to more effectively respond to bioterrorism and other public safety events.
