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1. SUBJECT: REQUEST FOR SINGLE SOURCE PROCUREMENT OF
JUVENILE INTERVENTION AND DIVERSION SERVICES
(DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

Since 2014, the District Attomey, Probation Department, and Public Defender
have partnered with the National Conflict Resolution Center (NCRC) and
community-based organizations in a successful pilot program in City Heights that
diverts youth who have committed low level or first-time crimes from the formal
juvenile justice system. In place of detention or prosecution, the City Heights
Restorative Community Conference Pilot Project succeeded in providing a
restorative justice model in which youth meet face-to-face with victims and
community stakeholders and work out a plan to repair the harm.

The Sheriff and the District Attorney seek to build upon this promising pilot
program and partner with NCRC in Southeastern San Diego and surrounding areas
in the development of the Avoiding the Pipeline to Prison program, a
comprehensive, proactive program that will use restorative justice principles and
community building practices in the responses to youth involved in school
discipline and juvenile justice system. At the same time, NCRC will develop a
Center for Community Cohesion, which will offer community members conflict
management and communication training in conjunction with law enforcement.

NCRC has spearheaded a number of projects seeking to make progressive change
in the juvenile justice system in San Diego and has a record of building
collaborative relationships with community members and justice system partners
to achieve a high rate of success in steering youth out of the justice system.
Additionally, NCRC is in a unique position of being able to leverage County funds
with matching funds from private donors and has secured private funding in the
amount of $1.0 million over a 5-year period to match the funding from the County
for this project. NCRC’s success in restorative community conferencing and their
private funding sources make them uniquely qualified to perform this service.

This is a request for authorization of single source procurement of the National
Conflict Resolution Center's Avoiding the Pipeline to Prison program services in
the amount of $200,000 for an initial one-year term with four (4) option years.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2015-16 Operational Plan
for the Sheriff's Department. If approved, this request will result in current year
costs and revenue of $200,000. Subsequent year costs will be included in future
year Operational Plans for the Sheriff's Department. The funding source is
available Proposition 172 fund balance in the Proposition 172 Special Revenue
Fund. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff
years.

2. SUBJECT: SHERIFF - ACCEPT AND APPROPRIATE ADDITIONAL
GRANT FUNDS FROM THE 2014 HOMELAND SECURITY
GRANT PROGRAM (DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

On October 28, 2014 (5), the Board of Supervisors approved the acceptance of
Fiscal Year (FY) 2014 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP) funds from the
U.S. Department of Homeland Security (DHS), passed through the California
Governor's Office of Emergency Services (Cal OES), and sub-granted through the
County of San Diego Office of Emergency Services and the City of San Diego.
HSGP is comprised of three interconnected grant programs: State Homeland
Security Program (SHSP), Urban Areas Security Initiative (UASI), and Operation
Stonegarden (OPSG). The City of San Diego is the local administrator of the UASI
grant and has re-allocated regional grant funds to the Sheriff’s Department.
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This is a request to authorize the Sheriff's Department to accept and appropriate an
additional $548,349 in FY 2014 UASI grant funds from DHS, which are passed
through Cal OES, and sub-granted through the City of San Diego.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2015-16 Operational Plan
for the Sheriff’s Department. If approved, this request will result in current year
costs of $553,065 and revenue of $548,349. The funding sources are grant revenue
from the U. S. Department of Homeland Security, through the California
Governor's Office of Emergency Services ($548,349) and General Purpose
Revenue ($4,716). The grant award recovers all Sheriff's Department direct costs
but does not reimburse all costs associated with administrative support. There will
be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years,

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3. SUBJECT: SHERIFF — ACCEPTANCE OF A VEHICLE DONATION
FROM THE U. S. MARSHALS SERVICE TO THE SAN
DIEGO REGIONAL FUGITIVE TASK FORCE
(DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

The San Diego Regional Fugitive Task Force (SDFTF) consists of federal, State,
and local officers, directed and controlled by the U. S. Marshals Service (USMS).
The Sheriff's Department Fugitive Task Force has participated in this regional task
force for over 20 years. Based on a Memorandum of Understanding (MQOU)
between the SDFTF and the U.S. Marshals Service (USMS), the USMS can
purchase vehicles using available asset forfeiture funds and donate the vehicle and
title to a participating agency. In October 2015, the USMS purchased a new
vehicle for the Sheriff's Department. In addition to the title, the USMS will provide
up to $5,000 for outfitting and equipping the vehicle. San Diego County
Administrative Code Section 66 and Board of Supervisors Policy A-112,
Acceptance of Gifts and Donations, permit the acceptance of gifis by the
administrative heads of each department in the County, subject to approval by the
Board of Supervisors. This is a request to ratify the acceptance of a vehicle
donation from the USMS valued at $28,449.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for this request are not included in the Sheriff's Department Fiscal Year
2015-16 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will accept a vehicle valued at
$28,449, and result in current year costs and revenue of up to $5,000. The funding
source for the $5,000 donation is revenue from the U. S. Marshals Service. There
will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

SECURITY GRANT PROGRAM ACCEPTANCE AND

(DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

On September 15, 2015 (3), the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution to
authorize the Office of Emergency Services (OES) to apply for the Fiscal Year
2015 Homeland Security Grant Program, including the State Homeland Security
Program grant and the Urban Areas Security Initiative funded by the U.S.
Department of Homeland Security. OES is responsible for administering and
distributing the State Homeland Security Program grant funds to the cities in the
county, as well as the unincorporated areas of the County.

This is a request to authorize the Health and Human Services Agency, the
Department of Environmental Health, the Sheriff’s Department, and the Office of
Emergency Services to accept $7,442,929 in Homeland Security Grant Program
funds. This is also a request to appropriate $6,404,431 for emergency planning,
equipment purchases, regional projects, and grants administration.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Health and Human Services Agency:

Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2015-16 Operational Plan for
the Health and Human Services Agency, Emergency Medical Services. If
approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $80,000 in Fiscal Year

The current
contract with AmerisourceBergen Corporation provides distribution and
purchasing plans that allow prescription medications to be purchased at wholesale
rates and also provides a patient assistance program for supplying prescription
drugs for indigent clients without means to pay. The contract with
AmernisourceBergen Corporation will expire on June 30, 2016. The second
contract, MedAssets, LLC, is a Group Purchasing Organization that allows the
County of San Diego to access wholesale pharmaceutical supplies at a discounted
rate. The contract with MedAssets, LLC will expire on January 31, 2017. These
two contracts are utilized by Sheriff’s Medical Services Division, Edgemoor
Distinct Part Skilled Nursing Facility and Health and Human Services Agency
(HHSA) Pharmacy. HHSA Pharmacy dispenses the pharmaceuticals and charges
the costs to County operated and contracted mental health service providers, San
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Diego County Psychiatric Hospital, Public Health Services and other County
entities as needed.

Today's recommended action will authorize the competitive reprocurements of the
pharmaceutical services described above. This item supports the County’s Live
Well San Diego vision by ensuring a safe and dependable source of needed
pharmaceuticals for residents who are in our care.

OVERVIEW:

On July 16, 2013 (5), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director,
Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation for
solar-generated photovoltaic electricity with an option to also include onsite
battery storage. Since that time, staff developed a solicitation and advertised for
interested vendors. The advertisement requested proposals on up to six identified
candidate County properties. A total of five vendors submitted proposals.
Following a thorough review process, two vendors, SunEdison, Inc. and WGL
Energy Systems, Inc., were found to be responsive. SunEdison, Inc. was selected
to install one facility at the Las Colinas Detention and Reentry Facility under a
power purchase agreement and related license (PPA) and a Performance Efficiency
Agreement (PEA), and WGL Energy Systems, Inc. was selected to install one
facility at the South Bay Regional Center under a PPA (collectively, the
Agreements.)

Today’s action is a request to find that execution of the proposed Agreements is in
the best interest of the County because the sites in question are unavailable for
other lease or license purposes and because the power purchased from each facility
will be at a lower cost than available from other sources over the 20-24-year terms
of the proposed PPAs. Today’s request is also to authorize the Director,
Department of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and execute the
Agreements.
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FISCAL IMPACT:

The pricing terms of the power purchase agreement and related license (PPA)
would result in an anticipated savings of $232,100 over a 20-year term. The
proposed SunEdison, Inc. performance efficiency agreement (PEA) for battery
storage at the same site would potentially provide a costs savings of an additional
$190,000. The PPA for WGL Energy Systems, Inc. would result in an anticipated
savings of $1,051,930 over a 24-year term. The WGL Energy Systems, Inc.
proposal does not include battery storage.

There will be no capital outlay or other costs for the County outside of purchasing
the generated and/or stored energy, as both systems will be provided and paid for
by SunEdison, Inc. and WGL Energy Systems, Inc., including all costs for design,
permitting and installation of the facilities and all ongoing operation and
maintenance for the 20-24-year term of the Agreements (10-year term for battery
storage).

There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

14. SUBJECT: SAN DIEGO COUNTY FIRE AUTHORITY — NEW LEASE
AGREEMENT WITH PALOMAR MOUNTAIN
VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPARTMENT (DISTRICT: 5)

OVERVIEW:

Wildfire remains a constant threat in San Diego County. After the devastating
firestorms raged across the region in 2003 and 2007, the County of San Diego
rededicated itself to finding new ways to keep people and their homes safe. Since
2005, the Board of Supervisors has taken several actions to improve fire and
emergency medical services in the unincorporated areas of the County. Among
those actions, on June 25, 2008 (1), the Board adopted a Resolution creating a zone
within County Service Area 135 called the San Diego County Fire Authority
(SDCFA) and activated the latent powers within that zone to include fire and
emergency medical services. Subsequent Board actions on May 19, 2010 (1), and
September 14, 2010 (2), accepted a comprehensive fire deployment study and
approved the implementation plan for the study.

The County contracts with volunteer fire companies, fire protection districts and
CAL FIRE to provide fire and emergency medical services within the SDCFA.
Many of the fire facilities owned and operated by the volunteer fire companies are
in disrepair and in need of improvements. The funding contract with Palomar
Mountain Volunteer Fire Department is currently still in place and a lease is
needed in order for SDCFA to gain operational control of the fire station and to
plan for future improvements. No sublease is anticipated with the Palomar
Mountain Volunteer Fire Department, a 501¢-3.
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Today’s request is to approve a new 50-year lease with Palomar Mountain
Volunteer Fire Department, which owns the land and the station serving the
Palomar Mountain area. The station is located at 21610 Crestline Road, in
northeastern San Diego County. The rent is $1 per year throughout the lease term
to be paid in a lump sum at the commencement. Approval of the lease will provide
long-term site control by the County to ensure that real property and improvements
are used to provide fire and emergency medical services.

FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2015-16 Operational Plan in
County Service Area 135. If approved, this request will result in a current year
cost of $24,050, plus a $50 lump sum payment of rent for the 50-year term. This
totals $24,100 for utilities, custodial and maintenance costs for the lease
commencing on December 15, 2015 and a Fiscal Year 2016-17 cost of $44,400 for
utilities, custodial and maintenance costs. Total annual costs for utilities, custodial,
and maintenance services are estimated at $44,400. The funding source is Property
Tax Revenue. There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional
staff years.

SUBJECT: RAPID DEPLOYMENT OF CAL FIRE RESOURCES FOR
EL NINO FLOODING AND OTHER NON-FIRE
EMERGENCIES (DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

San Diego County is one of the most geographically diverse regions in the country
and susceptible to numerous natural hazards and disasters. Over the past decade,
the region has faced major wildland fires, heavy snow, and drought. Now El Niiio
poses the threat of delivering greater than normal rainfall with the potential for
widespread flooding.

Since the historic wildfires of 2003 and 2007, this Board has made emergency and
fire preparedness a top priority. The currently predicted El Nifio presents a specific
risk to the region and over the past several months, we have bolstered our
emergency response capabilities to address the severe weather and flooding risks
anticipated by El Nifio.

To further our region’s El Niiio preparedness, today’s action will provide this
County with immediate access to the California Department of Forestry and Fire
Protection’s (CAL FIRE) inmate work crews for flood preparedness and response.
These inmate work crews currently have sandbag machines at each of their camps,
and this agreement will allow the County to be able to quickly utilize this
capability to help protect our residents before and during major storms.

Today’s action will establish an Assistance-By-Hire Agreement with CAL FIRE.
Should major flooding occur in San Diego County, the County would have the
ability to request assistance directly from the CAL FIRE San Diego Unit instead of
the protracted process of making the request through the California Governor’s
Office of Emergency Services.

SUBJECT: KEEPING OUR FLIGHT PATHS, PROTECTING OUR
COMMUNITIES (DISTRICTS: ALL)

OVERVIEW:

The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) has developed a new airspace system
called the Next Generation Air Transportation System (NextGen) to establish
operational improvements and optimize airspace. They have identified 13
metroplexes, or geographic areas that include several commercial and general
aviation airports in close proximity serving large metropolitan areas, where these
improvements and optimizations might be implemented.

As part of NextGen, the FAA has introduced a Southern California Metroplex
proposal which encompasses several Southemn California airports, including the
San Diego International Airport (SAN), and is meant to increase the efficiency of
the arrivals and departures at those airports by introducing new ground- and space-
based communications, navigation and surveillance technologies.
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Part of the FAA’s Southem California Metroplex proposal includes changes to
flight paths at the San Diego International Airport. Should this proposal be
adopted, flights headed west out of the airport ultimately bound for destinations
east will no longer have to tag the “LOWMA” waypoint southeast of Point Loma
as they turn toward land and the Silver Strand south of Coronado. The permanent
removal of this waypoint increases flights that travel through the center of the
Point Loma community and move both noise and visual disturbance further to the
north of Cabrillo Point.

Changing the rules now would be unfair and disruptive to residents living near the
airport. Additionally, any changes to the flight paths would negate public
investment, such as the San Diego County Regional Airport Authority’s Quieter
Home Program, which, since 2003, has lessened the impact of noise on homes
affected by the airport’s operations.

Improving the efficiency of our nation’s aviation system is a worthy goal, but it
can be accomplished without disrupting the lives of the citizens of San Diego.

OVERVIEW:

A bond election was held in the Santee School District, County of San Diego,
California (the “District”) on November 7, 2006. At this election, 58.51% of those
voters in the District casting ballots, which is above the 55% voter approval level
required, authorized the issuance and sale of general obligation bonds of the
District for various purposes in the maximum principal amount of $60,000,000
(the “Authorization™).

The District has previously issued or caused to be issued a total $44,628,578, over
five series which includes: (i) $18,000,000 Santee School District 2006 General
Obligation Bonds, Election of 2006, Series A; (ii) $12,385,077 Santee School
District General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2006, Series B; (iii) $2,869,039
Santee School District 2006 General Obligation Bonds, Election of 2006, Series C;
(iv) $7,840,155 Santee School District 2006 General Obligation Bonds, Election of
2006, Series D; and (v) $3,534,307 Santee School District 2006 General
Obligation Bonds, Election of 2006, Series E (the “Prior Bonds”™). It is estimated
that $15,371,422 of the Authorization will remain for the issuance of additional
series of bonds. Proceeds from the Bonds were used to finance capital
improvements to school facilities as approved by the Authorization; improvements
included modernizing classroom facilities and providing additional classrooms.

On November 3, 2015, the Board of Education of the District (“District Board”)
approved the issuance of not to exceed 3$40,000,000 of general obligation
refunding bonds under the Authorization, to be designated the “Santee School
District 2015 General Obligation Refunding Bonds,” with appropriate series and
taxability designations to be appended (“Refunding Bonds”). These Refunding
Bonds will be used to refund all or a portion of the Prior Bonds. Bonds issued
under the Authorization are payable from the levy of an ad valorem tax against the
taxable property in the District.

SUBJECT: FISCAL YEAR 2015-16 FIRST QUARTER OPERATIONAL
PLAN STATUS REPORT AND BUDGET ADJUSTMENTS

OVERVIEW:

This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2015-16 Operational
Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year
operations. The projected balance for the General Fund is $108.2 million, and for
all budgetary funds combined is $132.0 million. In the General Fund, positive
balances are projected for all five business groups. The projected fund balance
reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects
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that General Purpose Revenue will perform better than estimated in the Fiscal Year
2015-16 Adopted Operational Plan. This letter also recommends budget
adjustments to make resource reallocations to fund one-time projects and to make
various adjustments to align the budget with anticipated actuals.

In the Public Safety Group (PSG), recommendations include appropriations
adjustments in the Sheriff’s Department for overtime costs, investigative expenses,
transfers between the Sheriff’s Asset Forfeiture Funds to properly segregate funds,
adjustments to grant funding sources including the High Intensity Drug Trafficking
Areas (HIDTA) program, Organized Crime Drug Enforcement Task Force
(OCDETF), and the Indian Gaming Local Community Benefit Committee, one-
time supplies and equipment for various stations in contract cities, a transportable
Regional Communications System tower; in the Office of Emergency Services for
a design consultant related to the Emergency Operations Center remodel; in the
Probation Department for one-time upgrades and maintenance at Camp Barrett, for
the Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction Grant (MIOCR); and in the San Diego
County Fire Authority for a major maintenance improvement project, apparatuses
and vehicles for County Service Area 135 and adjustments to align the budget with
anticipated actuals.

In the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA), there is a recommendation for
an appropriation adjustment for HHSA North Coastal Facility capital project.

In the Land Use and Environment Group (LUEG), recommendations include
appropriations adjustments for Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP)
Fund, ADA Transition Plan and Parks Master Plan, design costs for Wellfield Park
projects, access road repair at Volcan Mountain Preserve, environmental and
mitigation costs at Tijuana River Valley Regional Park, construction modifications
for Sweetwater Regional Park Equestrian Trail, ADA construction modifications
for Guajome Regional Park, increase in the Planning and Development Services
Fund Balance Commitment, operating and maintenance costs for the Department
of Public Works Road Fund, construction costs for airport improvement projects,
consultant services for Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) cost benefit analysis,
consultant services for a Zero Waste Plan in Waste Planning and Recycling Fund,
emergency costs related to the Ramona Flood, and various technical adjustments.

In the Community Services Group (CSG), there is an appropriation adjustment in
the Housing and Community Development Department for the County of San
Diego Low to Moderate Income Housing Asset Fund.

In the Finance and General Government Group (FGG), there are appropriations
adjustments for miscellaneous one-time expenses in the District Offices.

In the Capital Program, there is an appropriation adjustment for Edgemoor
Development Fund to reflect prior year activities.
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FISCAL IMPACT:

Funds for a portion of these requests are not included in the Fiscal Year 2015-16
Operational Plan. If approved, this action will result in a net increase in
appropriations of $4,055,777 in the General Fund. The funding sources include
