ON MOTION of Supervisor Jacob, seconded by Supervisor Slater, the Board of Supervisors approved the allocation of FY 2003-2004 Community Enhancement Funds as proposed by the individual Board members and modifies District 2 allocation to move $10,000 in funding from the Art Center Foundation and allocating $5,000 to the Spring Valley Chamber of Commerce and $5,000 to the Main Avenue Revitalization Association; approved the Fiscal Year 2003-2004 and Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Chief Administrative Officer's Proposed Operational Plan as modified by Change Letters dated June 11, 2003 from the Chief Administrative Officer and, Supervisors Jacob and Slater, recommending to include $200,000 in the Office of Emergency Services 2003-2004 budget for continuing the Fire Agency Capital Improvement Trust Fund and $660,000 to the Domestic Violence Response Teams; the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to locate possible funding for the Ex-Offender Re-entry Program and report back to the Board.  This action gives direction to the Chief Administrative Officer and the Chief Financial Officer to bring back for formal adoption the Budget resolution that is tentatively scheduled for the Board of Supervisors’ meeting of August 5, 2003.
