"Hazardous material" means any material that,

because of its quantity, or concentration, or
physical or chemical characteristics,

poses a significant present or potential hazard to
human health and safety or to the environment

If released into the workplace or the environment.

You may have up to 5 types of good OIL in amounts
up to 55-Gallons each without

AReporting this OIL on your UPF Permit, AND
APutting this oil on your HMBP

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Hazardous Materials

If you have at least one material in regulated
quantities at any time during the year -

You are required to:

1. Get a Unified Program Facility Permit from the County
or report this material on an existing permit.

2. Complete and submit a HazMat Business Plan (HMBP)

CHSC 25504 1 Plan must include:

A Material Inventory

A Emergency Response plan

A Employee Training plan (describes training topics)
A Site Map

A Signed Self-Certification

3. Train Employees Annually on the HMBP contents.
