B. Administrative Report — Andy Parr, EMS Administrator
o State Reqgulations Update:
The Emergency Medical Services Authority (EMSA) has made additional revisions to the
proposed regulation text initially published on February 14 regarding Chapter 6 — Specialty Care
Programs. The updated materials—including the current Notice, the newest Proposed
Regulation Text, and the third iteration noticed on November 12, 2025—are available online at
EMSA's website: Public Comment | EMSA .

These revisions include substantial updates to the structure, layout, and language of the
proposed regulations. EMSA continues to refine the proposal based on feedback received from
prior public comment periods.

Stakeholders are invited to submit written comments during the 15-day public comment period,
open from November 12, 2025, through November 26, 2025.

e EMS Corps: First cohort graduating - Second cohort begins January:
San Diego County Fire's EMS Corps is a 5-month EMT training program for young adults
between 18-26 who are justice- or child-welfare-impacted. The program provides a monthly
stipend of $1,500, along with personalized support during EMT training, including career and
personal counseling, mentorship, and hands-on experience in the EMS field. Cohort 1 launched
July 7, 2025 with 19 students, and the graduation date is set for December 2. Cohort 2 starts
January 5, 2026. The EMS Corps application portal remains open for Cohort 2 although space
is limited.
Additional grant funds were secured to start a pre-fire academy preparatory program for EMS
Corps students who want to go on to become firefighters. The program assists students prepare
for the Candidate Physical Ability Test (CPAT) and the fire fighter written exam.

A North County version of program which will be held at Palomar College will begin in February
2026 and the application portal is open for this cohort also.

Ambulance Ordinance. This effort aims to better align the ordinance with current best practices
and evolving medical transportation standards.

EMS Treatment Protocol Updates:
The 2026-2027 EMS Treatment Protocol Revision online survey was open from August 29 to
October 1, 2025. Thank you to everyone who submitted feedback for potential changes this
cycle. The comments will be reviewed both internally and at upcoming EMS Protocol Workgroup
meetings. As a reminder, you can submit suggestions anytime via the EMS Mobile App—just
go to References > EMS App > Protocol & Policy Suggestions.
The LEMSIS System is always improving, and third-party data integration is continuing!
The LEMSIS system improves data management and supports high-quality, patient-centered
care. Agencies using LEMSIS are fully compliant with EMSA dataset standards. The data
collected also feeds into various projects, including ODMAP submissions, AB40 (transfer of
care) reporting, and other specialty care registries. Last month, the Hospital Hub component
was upgraded to a newer, more advanced version, along with improved hospital alerts for air
ambulance arrivals at local emergency departments. In addition, the final backend preparations
for NERIS implementation is underway, and more information is coming soon.

SD Emergency App is now the Alert San Diego App: The County of San Diego’s emergency
information app has a new name, a new look, and new features to help keep you safe.
The updated app is part of the County Office of Emergency Services’ (OES) modernized
emergency communication system, providing quick access to official alerts, interactive maps,
preparedness tips, and recovery resources — all in one place. Residents who already have
the SD Emergency app downloaded should update it now to continue receiving push
notifications and official information from County emergency managers. The “old” SD
Emergency app will be retired in 90 days. New Features in the new Alert San Diego App are:
Clean, simplified design, expanded emergency updates, Early earthquake alerts, Preparedness
and recovery resources, and it also includes accessibility features. What does OES Do? OES
coordinates emergency preparedness, response, and recovery across the region. It works with
local, state, federal, nonprofit, and private sector partners to protect public health and safety
during natural disasters and other emergencies. In other words: The SD Emergency app is
going away and can be deleted, and the Alert San Diego app has been launched and can be
downloaded from your favorite App Store.
