 The county is busy with the “Job Action” and the SEIU did not accept the contract and a possible 

strike is happening. Wil just got an email this morning that the strike was called off and there may 

be a tentative agreement. 

 The County is looking at the Fallbrook library for Vet Connect services.  

 OMVA is putting a new publication.  It is an insert added to the UT paper.  Helen suggested adding 

to social media and the UT online. Wil Quintong will look into that.   

 Planning continues for the October 13 Women’s Veterans Forum which will be held at SDSU’s 

Montezuma Hall.  It is all day event.  There are 2 keynote speakers, Combat veteran and Purple 

Heart recipient, Air Force pilot Mary Jennings Hegar and retired Marine Corps General Angie 

Salinas, the 1st woman to command Marine Corps Recruit Depot and 1st Hispanic female General 

Officer in the USMC.  This Forum is not for just females, all veterans are encouraged to attend.  

Breakfast and lunch will be served.  Wil encouraged VAC members to attend.  The invite was sent 

out by Susie Dusso to all VAC members.   

 CACVSO/Cal vet Fall Professional Conference will be in October.  Wil Quintong and 2 other staff 

members are attending. 

 Cal vet fee tuition fee waivers season is slowing down.  About 8000 waivers were issued so far from 

April to date by the County of San Diego OMVA. 

 

San Diego Veterans Coalition (SDVC) 

Helen spoke to Jude Litzenberger, President for the SDVC, about sending representation to the VAC 

meetings. She was advised to talk to Ray Flores.  Wil will follow up with Ray Flores. Helen asked to table 

any information from SDVC for next month since there is no representation at this meeting.

Vacant seat 10, Admiral Betancourt.  Under Policy A74, Helen, Chair, said VAC members can 

remove Admiral Betancourt’s name.  She asked for a motion from the council so the vacancy can 

be announced to the Naval Base.  Motion made by John Weaver to remove the name and seconded 

by Ted Kagan and passed by all. 

Laurie Martell motioned to table discussion on the Seat 10 vacancy for next meeting, seconded by 

Nancy Owen and passed by all. 

 

Meeting location 

Helen proposed to alternate meeting locations.  Wil stated an option is the MVRC National City.  

VAC members do not want to have the meeting at just one location but rather alternate if possible.  

Will suggested the locations could be MVRC Escondido, MVRC National City and the museum.  

VAC to think about using technology to help with quorum in cases where members are unable to 

attend. 

Nancy Owen would like to have the Board of Supervisors military liaison representatives attend 

the VAC meetings to get their feedback on what information the Supervisors are interested in from 

our council related to veterans.  Laurie Martell suggested that the representatives may be able to 

attend quarterly, if not every month.  

Helen will send out a survey to all VAC members to advice issues they would they like to work on 

during the next year so she can present it to the County Board of Supervisors. 

Helen also suggested marketing the VAC meeting time and locations to encourage public 

attendance.
