The County of San Diego is providing face coverings 
and hygiene kits to homeless outreach workers. 
Please send requests to COVID-
Homeless@sdcounty.ca.gov.  

The face coverings are scarf-like coverings for use 
while conducting homeless outreach out in the field. 

The hygiene kits are for people who are unsheltered 
and include soap, tissue, hand wipes, a small 
garbage bag, and a bottle of water. In addition, 
hand sanitizer has been provided by the Regional 
Task Force on the Homeless (RTFH) for the kits.
