This fourth grade unit of study is based on a multi-faceted 


design that directly reflects the overarching intent and 


goals of the Common Core State Standards (CCSS).  The 


unit will focus on teaching students how to conduct an 


inquiry, or research project, using informational text and 


synthesize their notes into usable information to present 


to others.  At the end of the unit, students should have the 


skills of researching information on a topic, taking notes, 


and writing about what they have learned using their 


notes, and orally presenting their information to others. 


In this unit, students are supported to build knowledge 


about the geological systems of the Earth, natural disasters 


and disaster preparation through print and technology 


sources, and collaborative research.  The culminating per-


formance task gives students a purpose and audience for

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The instructional sequence of this unit of study begins with the 
end in mind. A final, authentic performance task was created that 
requires students to creatively transfer and apply the learning of 
the unit. It also provides context and motivation for the sequence 
of instruction that proceeds, since students will need the 
information they are researching for use in their final project.


The inquiry process begins with an Essential Question. This 
question is open-ended and overarching so that it will sustain 
many weeks of inquiry and investigation. Throughout the 
unit, the activities flow from the Essential Question to the 
Culminating Event. The Culminating Event gives students the 
opportunity to synthesize and apply what they have learned. 
The unit tasks always have the overarching Essential Question in 
mind and give students the opportunity to gather information 
and prepare for the final event.  


Instruction is built around three phases of specific inquiry. 
The phases, as well as the unit tasks, are arranged as learning 
progressions to develop and support learning during the 
entire research process.   


Phase 1: Initiating Inquiry: Students will be introduced to the 
research process and tools they will use. Teachers will model 
the use of materials as the investigation begins, looking at the 
difference between hazards and disasters, and background on 
the Earth’s natural processes.


Phase 2: Gathering Information: This phase is all about 
research. Students will work both independently and 
collaboratively in their learning during this phase. Learning is 
interactive and is both modeled and facilitated by the teacher. 
Skills are learned and practiced in order to by applied in phase 3. 


Phase 3: Applying Our Learning: The culmination of the unit 
is an opportunity for students to apply their skills, both of the 
content learned and the research process. In research teams, 
students will collaboratively investigate one natural hazard to 
develop a PSA for the Safety Fair presentation.

Phases of Learning


Designed to guide students through 
research about the Earth’s systems, 
disasters that can occur and disaster 
preparation, the unit aligns to 
segments of the Next Generation 
Science Standards (NGSS) for fourth 
grade. It also integrates the Reading, 
Writing, Speaking and Listening and 
Language strands of the CCSS for 
ELA/Literacy.


The unit is designed to be highly 
interactive and collaborative for 
students.  In addition, the designs 
of the reading and tasks are meant 
to support a variety of instructional 
models, allowing teachers to choose 
the amount of support students need.  
Reading segments are within the Lexile 
band for fourth-fifth grades.  Those in 
the first three sections are chunked 
into shorter segments to allow 
greater modeling of reading practices, 
monitoring and adjustments.  The 
last three are longer, asking students 
to apply learned skills.  Tasks allow 
students to apply and deepen their 
understanding of content.

Springs  Mountain, Red Mountain.   
 
The Chapter is a nonprofit volunteer organization dedicated to restoring, maintaining and staffing 
the historic fire lookouts in the two counties.  Some of the duties are to take complete weather 
measurements and observations which are forwarded to the U.S. Weather Service, monitor fires 
and report updates on status, report lightning down strikes and monitor the area in case a wildfire 
erupts.

Data along the response plan generated arterial route shows a clear increase in 


vehicle flow. This increase in flow, however, shows no negative impact on the 


speeds or travel times, as is demonstrated by INRIX data along Ted Williams 


Pkwy and Pomerado Rd. Travel time remains relatively consistent to normal 


day operations for that route. Reasons behind a lack of improvement in travel 


time along the route could be attributed to weather conditions (rain and 


thunderstorms) during that time frame.

The information in this packet has been assembled to assist local jurisdictions in planning for Damage 


Assessment, in support of requesting resources from the State and Federal government, when recovery 


needs are beyond the capabilities at the local level. Damage Assessment is the responsibility of each 


jurisdiction, and OES will work with whatever process a jurisdiction has in place. These resources are just 


examples of ways this information can be collected and consolidated, to answer specific details 


requested at the State and Federal level, which help build the local case for the need of Individual and 


Public Assistance.  


List of Projects (Cal EMA 95): Can be used to record estimated emergency costs for local government 


and special districts, i.e. debris clearance from public roads, disaster related response costs, damage to 


government facilities, and other eligible Categories of Work. This supports local Emergency

Both ATC Forms can be used with the “IA Damage Assessment 


Form Non‐Structural” to assess the severity of damage and potential eligibility for Individual Assistance

General Information about Local Emergency Proclamations 
 


Definition of Local Emergency: “[T]he duly proclaimed existence of conditions of disaster or of 
extreme peril to the safety of persons and property within the territorial limits of a county, city and county, 
or city, caused by such conditions as air pollution, fire, flood, storm, epidemic, riot, drought, sudden and 
severe energy shortage, plant or animal infestation or disease, the Governor’s warning of an earthquake 
or volcanic prediction, or an earthquake, or other conditions, other than conditions resulting from a labor 
controversy, which are or are likely to be beyond the control of the services, personnel, equipment, and 
facilities of that political subdivision and require the combined forces of other political subdivisions to 
combat . . .” (California Government Code (Govt. Code) section 8558 (c)). 
 


Issued by (Govt. Code section 8630(a)):  


 Governing body of a city, county, or city and county, or  
 An official designated by an ordinance adopted by that governing body (e.g., police/fire chief,  


director of emergency services).  
 


Purpose (Govt. Code sections 8625 and 8634):  


 Authorizes the promulgation of orders and regulations necessary to protect life and  
property (e.g., special purchasing or emergency contracting). 


 Describes the circumstances that exist that may support the need for issuance of a State of 
Emergency Proclamation and/or Executive Order.   


 Supports request for a Director’s Concurrence, Governor’s Proclamation of a State of Emergency, 
Executive Order, California Disaster Assistance Act (CDAA) funding, and/or a Presidential 
Declaration of an Emergency or Major Disaster.* 


  
Deadlines:  


 Issuance: Within 10 days after the actual occurrence of a disaster if assistance will be requested 
through CDAA (Govt. Code section 8685.2).  


 Ratification: If issued by official designated by ordinance, must be ratified by governing body  
within 7 days (Govt. Code section 8630(b)). 


 Renewal:  Reviewed at least once every 30 days by the governing body until terminated  
(Govt. Code section 8630(c)).  


 Termination: At the earliest possible date that conditions warrant (Govt. Code section 8630(d)).  
 


Notification Process (consistent with the Standardized Emergency Management System  
(Govt. Code section 8607)):  


 Local governments should notify the Operational Area (OA) and provide a copy of the local 
emergency proclamation as soon as possible.  


 OA shall notify Cal OES and provide a copy of the proclamation as soon as possible. 
 Cal OES Region will ensure notification to the Cal OES Director and Deputy Directors, and shall be 


the primary contact between the Cal OES Director, OA, and the local jurisdiction for updates on any 
requests for assistance.  


 Cal OES Director will respond in writing to the local government concerning the status of any 
requests for assistance included within the local proclamation or accompanying letter.  


 
*Please note:   


When a local government requests a Gubernatorial State of Emergency Proclamation, Director’s 
Concurrence, and/or California Disaster Assistance Act funding, local government should provide information 
describing local response efforts and identify the specific type and extent of state emergency assistance 
needed, including regulatory waivers necessary to facilitate the protection of life and property during response 
efforts.   


A local emergency proclamation and/or Governor’s proclamation is not a prerequisite for mutual aid 
assistance, Red Cross assistance, the federal Fire Management Assistance Grant Program, or disaster loan 
programs designated by the U.S. Small Business Administration or the U.S. Department of Agriculture.  


  







Levels of Disaster Assistance 
 
Director’s Concurrence:  
Purpose: CDAA authorizes the Cal OES Director, at his or her discretion, to provide financial assistance 
to repair and restore damaged public facilities and infrastructure.  
Deadline: Cal OES must receive a request from local government within 10 days after the actual 
occurrence of a disaster (Govt. Code section 8685.2).  
Supporting Information: Local Emergency Proclamation, Initial Damage Estimate (IDE) prepared in 
“CalEOC,” and a request from the City Mayor or Administrative Officer, or County Board of Supervisors.  
 
Governor’s Proclamation of State of Emergency:  
Purpose: Provides the Governor with powers authorized by the Emergency Services Act; may authorize 
the Cal OES Director to provide financial relief under the California Disaster Assistance Act for 
emergency actions, restoration of public facilities and infrastructure, and hazard mitigation; prerequisite 
when requesting federal declaration of a major disaster or emergency.  
Deadline: Cal OES must receive a request from local government within 10 days after the actual 
occurrence of a disaster (Govt. Code section 8685.2).  
Supporting Information: Local Emergency Proclamation, IDE prepared in “CalEOC,” and a request from 
the City Mayor or Administrative Officer, or County Board of Supervisors.  
 
Presidential Declaration of an Emergency:  
Purpose: Supports response activities of the federal, state and local government; authorizes federal 
agencies to provide “essential” assistance including debris removal, temporary housing and the 
distribution of medicine, food, and other consumable supplies.  
Deadline: Governor must request on behalf of local government within 5 days after the need for federal 
emergency assistance becomes apparent, but no longer than 30 days after the occurrence of the 
incident (Title 44 of the Code of Federal Regulations (44 CFR) section 206.35(a)). 
Supporting Information: All of the supporting information required above and a Governor’s Proclamation, 
certification by the Governor that the effective response is beyond the capability of the state, confirmation 
that the Governor has executed the state’s emergency plan, information describing the state and local 
efforts, and identification of the specific type and extent of federal emergency assistance needed.  
 
Presidential Declaration of a Major Disaster:  
Purpose: Supports response and recovery activities of the federal, state, and local government and 
disaster relief organizations; authorizes implementation of some or all federal recovery programs 
including public assistance, individual assistance and hazard mitigation.  
Deadline: Governor must request federal declaration of a major disaster within 30 days of the occurrence 
of the incident (44 CFR section 206.36(a)). 
Supporting Information: All of the supporting information required above, a Governor’s Proclamation, 
certification by the Governor that the effective response is beyond the capability of the state, confirmation 
that the Governor has executed the state’s emergency plan, and identification of the specific type and 
extent of federal aid required.

That these conditions are or are likely to be beyond the control of the services, personnel, 
equipment, and facilities of said City/County, and;  
 
That the City Council/County Board of Supervisors of the City/County of ________________ is not 
in session and cannot immediately be called into session;  
 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY PROCLAIMED that a local emergency now exists throughout 
said City/County, and;  
 
IT IS FURTHER PROCLAIMED AND ORDERED that during the existence of said local emergency 
the powers, functions, and duties of the emergency organization of this City/County shall be those 
prescribed by state law, by ordinances, and resolutions of this City/County; and that this emergency 
proclamation shall expire 7 days after issuance unless confirmed and ratified by the governing body 
of the City/County of __________________________________.
