3. CALL FOR PUBLIC INPUT

4. APPROVAL OF MINUTES 
 


The minutes of April 19, 2018 were unanimously approved.   
 
5. WIRELESS EMERGENCY ALERT SUBCOMMITTEE – Holly Crawford, OES 
 


A draft of the Wireless Emergency Alert Memorandum of Agreement between the County of San 
Diego and various jurisdictions was presented on behalf of the subcommittee.  After many questions, 
concerns, and comments, it was decided to move forward in the development of the MOA.   
 
A motion was made to approve the continued development of the Memorandum of Agreement with 
the following timeline:  Edits from the cities are due on July 13, 2018 to OES.  On July 20, the 
consolidated version will be sent out for further feedback.   A week before the next UDC meeting, the 
final WEA MOA between cities and County of San Diego will be sent.  After review, the final WEA 
Memorandum of Agreement will be presented as a voting item at the August 16, 2018 UDC meeting.    
In addition, training documents will be provided by OES.    
 
The motion carried.   


 
6. EARTHQUAKE EARLY WARNING SYSTEM – Ryan Arba, Cal OES 


 
Earthquake Early Warning is technology that rapidly detects seismic waves as an earthquake 
happens, calculate the maximum expected shaking, and sends alerts to surrounding communities 
before damaging shaking arrives.   
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Who can benefit?  


• General public can drop, cover, and hold on 
• Medical services – surgeons and dentists can stop delicate procedures 
• Emergency services – can open fire station doors, personnel can prepare and prioritize 
• Workforce – can move to safe locations, elevators can stop at nearest floor 
• Trains and planes– can slow or stop, clear bridge traffic, divert inbound aircraft 
• Energy sector – can prepare for strong shaking and protect the grid 


 
Pilot program/test systems have been completed in California and a benefits study has been 
completed.  Still needed are:  sensor density, stable funding, expanding pilots, and enhancing 
existing educational resources. 


 
Public alert will utilize Wireless Emergency Alerts, cell phone applications, and public 
announcements.  The roll out timeline will be stage 1:  October, 2018.  This will align with the annual 
Great ShakeOut. Cal OES will have radio ads broadcasting statewide.   


 
7. U. A. S. PROGRAM – Katherine Jackson, City of San Diego 
 


San Diego among 10 agencies was chosen nationwide to advance aerial innovation, spur economic 
growth and create jobs.  San Diego has been selected to participate in a new program by the U.S. 
Department of Transportation to advance the testing of unmanned aircraft technology.  Key objectives 
of the program include: 


• Working closely with private sector partners to advance commercial unmanned aircraft 
system operations and applications for technology 


• Obtaining expedited FAA approval for airspace authorizations 
• Demonstrating operational solutions that reduce the need for waivers 
• Incorporating community participation for meaningful dialogue for unmanned aircraft systems 


operations.

8. EMERGENCY OPERATIONS PLAN – Cory Osth, OES 
 


An update was given on the Emergency Operations Plan.   Several annexes needed a major facelift.  
These include:  Annex B-Fire and Rescue Mutual Aid Ops, Annex D-Mass Casualty Incident Ops, 
Annex E-Public Health Ops, Annex G-Care and Shelter Ops, Annex Q-Evacuation.   
 
The EOP was a collaboration of several working groups revising and updating the plan.  Final 
changes to annexes were due to OES by June 28, 2018.  The EOP will be submitted to the UDC for 
approval on August 16, 2018 meeting.  Once approved by the UDC, the updated EOP will be 
submitted in September, 2018 to the Board of Supervisors for approval.

9. RECOVERY PLAN – Bennett Cummings, OES 


 
The Operational Area Recover Plan is currently being updated to incorporate: 
 


• Components of the National Disaster Recovery Framework 
• 2013 Sandy Recovery Improvement Act 
• Emergency Management Accreditation Program 
• Expanded and refined content on:  Proclamations and local emergencies, damage 


assessment, federal individual assistance process, state/federal public assistance process, 
county recovery organizational structure 
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The next steps are to finish quality control/quality assurance in June, 2018.  A final draft will be sent 
out for review in July, 2018.  The plan is for adoption by County Board of Supervisors in the Fall, 
2018.  


 
10.  Cal OES REPORT – Joanne Phillips. Cal OES 
 


• Clean up from the October fires is complete in Sonoma, Napa, Mendocino and Lake Counties. 
4,563 parcels cleared.  The private property debris operations and debris removal from basins, 
creeks and channels in Ventura County from the Thomas Fire is complete.  Santa Barbara is 
continuing the clean-up from the Thomas Fire in December and the mud flows in the Montecito 
area in January. 


• Cal OES may be getting more staff next fiscal year, especially in our Recovery Branch. 
• New Southern Region building is scheduled to break ground in September at Los Alamitos JFTB. 
• The Southern California Catastrophic Earthquake Response Plan working on Geographic 


Operations Coordination is on Wednesday, June 27 at the Ben Clark Training Center in 
Riverside.   


11.  UASI GRANT PROGRAM – Megan Beall, San Diego OHS 
 


Training:  59 trainings have been performed since January 1, 2018.  Total Personnel trained since 
January 1, 2018:  1216. 
 
FY-15:  Submitted our last cash request to the state and this grant is officially closed. 
FY-16:  Deadline for sub-recipients has come and gone.   
FY-17:  Running on track.  
FY-18:  Submitted application to state which was then submitted to FEMA.  Determined that 
allocation was more than allocated at UAWG meeting.  We will use the UAWG priority list to award 
allocation projects.   


 
 


12. STATE HOMELAND SECURITY PROGRAM GRANT – Raluca Pimenta, OES 


FY-16:  All FY16 funds should have been spent by May 31, 2018 and reimbursement request are due 
to OES by June 30, 2018.  Reallocation Project Request forms were due to OES by May 11, 2018. 
Grant reallocation committee will meet to rank the projects that we received and will return to the 
UDC with their recommendation in August.  


FY-17:  You should have received notice to proceed spending on SHSP 2017. Current deadlines are 
listed in packets.  The cutoff for the first modification is July 30, 2018.  Please make sure to include 
appropriate EOC, EHP or Sole Source paperwork, as applicable. 
 
FY-18:  The Notice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO) for SHSP 2018 and State allocation were 
released.   San Diego County will receive $3,385,889 for 2018 compared to $3,388,607 for 2017, 
which is $2,718 less and will be absorbed by the tabletop/full scale exercise which was identified as 
the scalable project. OES is awaiting notification on the State supplement to the NOFO for additional 
instructions on finalizing the 2018 application.  
 


13. EXECUTIVE REPORT, Holly Crawford, OES 
 


A. Legislative Updates – Update of SB 833 which is an emergency alert legislation.  Cal Chiefs 
are apparently supporting the bill.  It is a state mandated approach to local emergency 
notifications.    It also dictates when we use our mass notification system.  We have 
submitted amendments to the bill to California Association of Counties who has submitted to 
author’s office.    We are monitoring this bill closely.   


B. Power and Fuel Survey – Thank you to all that responded to the survey. 
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C. Disaster Preparedness Curriculum – The state is looking to adopt our 4th grade curriculum to 
roll out on a state-wide basis.  Thank you for your help in developing the curriculum.   


D. Regional TTX – The survey results from the recent Table Top Exercise is included in your 
packets for review.  Results were quite positive and supportive.  Thank you to all for your 
assistance and support.  


E. Evacuation Terminology – Please look at evacuation terminology in packets so that we are all 
using the same vocabulary during evacuations—evacuation warning and evacuation order 
from FIRESCOPE. The state is proposing a new standard using the terms voluntary 
evacuation and mandatory evacuation which is more confusing to the public.  This has not 
been finalized yet by the state and we are monitoring the proposal. 


F. Staff Recruitment – OES will be recruiting for a position of Resiliency Officer focused on 
looking at resilience in the natural disaster area and also criminal justice and juvenile 
diversion.  The recruitment should be announced in August.   


G. Staff Introductions – Ruth Hurtado has joined OES as the lead contact for grants. 
H. Other –Carlsbad Fire Chief Mike Davis is retiring next month.  New Fire Chief Mike 


Calderwood was introduced to the Council.

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WIRELESS EMERGENCY ALERT 
MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT BETWEEN 


THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO  
AND THE 


[JURISDICTION] 


I. PURPOSE 


This Agreement is made by and between the County of San Diego (“County”) and the 
[Jurisdiction] (“Jurisdiction”) (“Agreement”). It is intended to establish a regional agreement for 
the use of the Wireless Emergency Alert (WEA) system, a federally maintained alert and warning 
system, available to all jurisdictions to notify residents in times of severe or extreme hazards 
within the framework, agreements, rules and protocols agreed upon by the Unified Disaster 
Council and in agreement with the Operational Area Emergency Operations Plan and the fifth 
amended Joint Powers Agreement, as applicable. 


On behalf of the San Diego County Operational Area, the County Office of Emergency Services 
(OES) has entered into a Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) with the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA) designating County OES as a Collaborative Operating Group (COG) 
with the Integrated Public Alert & Warning System (IPAWS). 


With access to IPAWS, the County can initiate Wireless Emergency Alert (WEA) messages. Ninety 
(90) character WEA messages are emergency notifications sent by authorized government 
alerting authorities through mobile carriers and broadcast to mobile phones receiving a signal 
from towers within or close to the alert area.  


Because WEA messages leverage mobile carrier cell phone towers and the broadcast range of a 
particular tower can be affected by many variables such as the height of antenna over 
surrounding terrain, the frequency of signal in use, the transmitter's power, the directional 
characteristics of the site antenna array, local geography and weather conditions, emergency 
notifications regularly occur outside of the intended notification area.  


Since WEA messages are regional, received by residents in multiple jurisdictions, the initiation of 
WEA messages requires regional coordination which is the responsibility of the County during 
disasters.    


II. POLICY 


County OES recognizes that each San Diego County Operational Area jurisdiction has a need to 
rapidly notify their residents during an emergency. County OES is authorized to disseminate 
messages using the federal IPAWS and associated capabilities including WEA. 


County OES or the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department (“Sheriff”) will be responsible for 
originating all WEA activations. 
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If public safety officials (Incident Command) determines that the severity of an incident 
necessitates a public alert through WEA, the Incident Command will request a WEA through their 
dispatch agency. Dispatch agency personnel will complete the WEA Request Form and contact 
Sheriff’s Dispatch to request a WEA broadcast.  


County OES staff can initiate a WEA on behalf of the unincorporated area and/or a requesting 
city as requested by and coordinated with the Sheriff’s Communication Center.  If County OES is 
not available, a broadcast can be made via Sheriff's Communication Center Supervisors. 


To ensure message consistency in the event the San Diego County Operational Area Emergency 
Operations Center (OA EOC) and City EOC(s) are activated for the same event, all WEA emergency 
notifications will be coordinated through the OA EOC, and disseminated only after stakeholders 
have collaborated and agreed upon the information, intended recipients and objectives relative 
to the incident.  


Any WEA activation request must include all criteria and information requested on the WEA 
Request Form and must be reviewed for compliance with this MOA by the County OES Director 
or the Sheriff’s Communication Center Watch Commander or their delegate(s) when the request 
comes from a participating agency. 


Should the need for a WEA activation be determined by County public safety officials, notification 
will be made to city leadership of jurisdictions (Unified Disaster Council members) directly 
affected by the emergency. 


This MOA is not intended to modify or replace existing agreements with AlertSanDiego’s mass 
communication capability using the reverse calling functionality. 


Wireless Emergency Alerts are originated using the AlertSanDiego system. County OES is 
responsible for procuring and maintaining the software used by AlertSanDiego to connect to the 
federal WEA aggregator.  AlertSanDiego, currently utilizes Blackboard Connect software which is 
funded by the Homeland Security Grant Program or by general purpose revenue.  System cost is 
under $100,000 annually.   


AlertSanDiego system usage is unlimited. Jurisdictions are not billed for utilizing the system.   


III. CRITERIA 


Use of the WEA system is solely authorized for severe or extreme hazards.  


Severe or extreme hazards are incidents where an emergency threatens, or is imminently 
expected to threaten, life or property. WEA messages must contain protective action instructions 
that recipients will follow to reduce vulnerability to an imminent threat.  
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Protective action instructions include: 


1. Shelter – Shelter in place 
2. Evacuate – Relocate as instructed 
3. Prepare – Make preparations 
4. Execute – Execute a pre-planned activity 
5. Avoid – Avoid the hazard 
6. Monitor – Attend to information sources 
7. All clear – The event no longer poses a threat or concern 


The system is generally not authorized for: 


1. Missing person notifications 
2. Non-emergency weather alerts 
3. Traffic problems 
4. Parking restrictions 
5. Street closures 
6. Water system issues 
7. Structure fires impacting limited populations  
8. Public health concerns 
9. Crime information 
10. Notifications to update residents on important programs or special events 
11. Routine, informational or educational messages 
12. Other events with limited impact 


The system is not authorized for: 


1. Any message of commercial nature 
2. Any message of a political nature 
3. Any non-official business (e.g. articles, retirement announcements, etc.) 


IV. COMMUNICATION 


A. Cross Jurisdictional 


All people responsible for disseminating WEA messages must take into consideration the 
importance of message coordination, resource sharing, and the need to minimize public 
alerting fatigue in response to overuse of the system. 


B. Public 


For each message sent using WEA, the jurisdiction requesting the message shall be 
responsible for managing public and media questions, comments or concerns arising from 
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the message.  


V. RESPONSIBILITIES  


A. Jurisdiction 


The jurisdiction requesting a WEA message must ensure that the WEA adheres to the 
criteria outlined in Section III. Additionally, the requesting jurisdiction must provide a 
completed WEA Request Form indicating:

B. County OES and Sheriff 


The Sheriff’s Communications Center Watch Commander is available to initiate requested 
WEA messages from the public safety dispatch agencies in San Diego County that adhere 
to the Section III Criteria. If a WEA message is initiated, the County OES Staff Duty Officer 
(SDO) and Watch Commander must coordinate together to complete the following action 
items prior to or immediately upon initiation of the alert: 


• Email the Unified Disaster Council Members (leadership of impacted city, usually 
the Fire Chief/Emergency Manager), State Warning Center and the Cal OES 
Southern Region Duty Officer 


• Engage 2-1-1 San Diego to ensure they are prepared for increased calls 
• Engage Emergency Portal support to ensure it is prepared for increased traffic

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C. Unified Disaster Council (UDC) WEA Subcommittee 


The UDC WEA Subcommittee is a County-wide working group composed of participating 
City and County Agency Representatives. Coordinated by County OES, the UDC WEA 
Subcommittee shall meet semi-annually to conduct after action reviews of the system 
usage, coordinate ongoing administration, modifications to policies and guidelines, or 
other issues related to WEA messages. All recommendations for substantive changes to 
this MOA shall be submitted to the Unified Disaster Council for approval. 


VI. TRAINING 


To ensure effective and efficient use of WEA capabilities, agencies must regularly train and 
exercise their alert and warning policies and procedures. It is recommended that jurisdictions 
create a training program consisting of readily available coursework divided into sections of 
system access and responsibilities.   


A. County OES and Sheriff 


As WEA originators, County OES and Sheriff’s Department will identify and train staff to 
support the WEA program and initiate WEA requests. The staff will complete: 


• IS-247.A: Integrated Public Alert and Warning System (IPAWS)  
• IS-251: Integrated Public Alert and Warning System (IPAWS) for Alerting 


Authorities 
• Training on the WEA software system  
• Regular testing of the WEA software system 
• Training on the WEA MOA and WEA Request Form 


B. Jurisdiction 


As WEA requestors, the jurisdiction will identify and train staff to effectively request WEA 
messages. The staff will complete: 


• Regular training on the WEA MOA and WEA Request Form  
• IS-247.A: Integrated Public Alert and Warning System (IPAWS)  
• IS-251: Integrated Public Alert and Warning System (IPAWS) for Alerting 


Authorities 


VII. GOVERNANCE 


County OES will manage the WEA notification system as a regional asset under the rules and 
protocols approved by the UDC. 


This agreement will be reviewed by the UDC WEA Subcommittee once an implementation 
timeline is known from FEMA/FCC for WEA to incorporate refined .10 mile geo-targeting which 
will allow cities to notify residents only within their area of responsibility.  
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VIII. DEFENSE AND INDEMNITY 


A. Claims Arising From Sole Acts or Omissions of County 


The County hereby agrees to defend and indemnify [JURISDICTION], its agents, officers 
and employees (hereinafter collectively referred to in this paragraph as '[JURISDICTION]'), 
from any claim, action or proceeding against [JURISDICTION], arising solely out of the acts 
or omissions of County in the performance of this Agreement.  At its sole discretion, 
[JURISDICTION] may participate at its own expense in the defense of any claim, action or 
proceeding, but such participation shall not relieve County of any obligation imposed by 
this Agreement.  [JURISDICTION] shall notify County promptly of any claim, action or 
proceeding and cooperate fully in the defense. 


B. Claims Arising From Sole Acts or Omissions of [JURISDICTION] 


[JURISDICTION] hereby agrees to defend and indemnify the County, its agents, officers 
and employees (hereafter collectively referred to in this paragraph as “County”) from any 
claim, action or proceeding against County, arising solely out of the acts or omissions of 
[JURISDICTION] in the performance of this Agreement.  At its sole discretion, County may 
participate at its own expense in the defense of any such claim, action or proceeding, but 
such participation shall not relieve [JURISDICTION] of any obligation imposed by this 
Agreement.  County shall notify [JURISDICTION] promptly of any claim, action or 
proceeding and cooperate fully in the defense. 


C. Claims Arising From Concurrent Acts or Omissions 


County hereby agrees to defend itself, and [JURISDICTION] hereby agrees to defend itself, 
from any claim, action or proceeding arising out of the concurrent acts or omissions of 
County and [JURISDICTION].  In such cases, County and [JURISDICTION] agree to retain 
their own legal counsel, bear their own defense costs, and waive their right to seek 
reimbursement of such costs, except as provided in paragraph E below. 


D. Joint Defense 


Notwithstanding paragraph C above, in cases where County and [JURISDICTION] agree in 
writing to a joint defense, County and [JURISDICTION] may appoint joint defense counsel 
to defend the claim, action or proceeding arising out of the concurrent acts or omissions 
of [JURISDICTION] and County.  Joint defense counsel shall be selected by mutual 
agreement of County and [JURISDICTION].  County and [JURISDICTION] agree to share the 
costs of such joint defense and any agreed settlement in equal amounts, except as 
provided in paragraph 5 below.  County and [JURISDICTION] further agree that neither 
party may bind the other to a settlement agreement without the written consent of both 
County and [JURISDICTION]. 
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E. Reimbursement and/or Reallocation 


Where a trial verdict or arbitration award allocates or determines the comparative fault 
of the parties, County and [JURISDICTION] may seek reimbursement and/or reallocation 
of defense costs, settlement payments, judgments and awards, consistent with such 
comparative fault. 


F. Application of California Law 


Nothing in the Agreement is intended to nor shall it limit or alter the application of 
California law as it relates to actions against, or liability of, government entities under the 
California law, including, but not limited to, the California Government Claims Act 
(Government Code Section 810 et. seq.).  


G. Notice and Modification 


This Agreement may be modified at any time with the prior written consent of both 
Parties. All modifications shall be in writing and signed by both parties. Any 
communication or notices to be provided pursuant to this Agreement must be sent to the 
attention of the signatories below, or their designees.  


H. No Third Party Beneficiaries 


Except as may be expressly provided herein, no provision of this Agreement is intended, 
nor shall it be interpreted, to provide or create any third party right or any other rights of 
any kind in any person or entity. 


I. Choice of Law 


This Agreement is governed by the laws of the State of California. Venue for all actions 
arising out of this Agreement must be exclusively in the state or federal courts located in 
San Diego County, California.  


J. Counterparts 


This Agreement may be executed in multiple copies or in one or more counterparts, each 
of which shall be deemed an original with the same effect as if all the signatures were on 
the same instrument. 


K. Severability  


The invalidity in whole or in part of any provision of this Agreement will not void or affect 
the validity of any other provisions of this Agreement.  
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L. Anti-assignment Clause 


No Party may assign or delegate any duty or right under this Agreement. Any such 
purported assignment or delegation will void this entire Agreement, unless the Parties 
have previously approved such action in writing.  


M. Authority to Enter into Agreement 


Each of the signatories below represent that they have authority from their respective 
governing bodies to execute this Agreement and bind the parties to the terms of this 
Agreement. 


IX. TERM AND TERMINATION 


This Agreement shall become effective when it is signed by both parties. This Agreement may be 
terminated upon mutual consent at any time.  Additionally, either party may terminate this 
Agreement following six (6) months’ written notice to the other party. When the WEA system is 
improved to allow for .10 mile alert geo-targeting the County may terminate the Agreement 
following three (3) months’ written notice.

Emergency Operations Terms and Definitions 


 


Evacuations 


Evacuation Warning: The alerting of people in an affected area of potential threat to life and 
property. An Evacuation Warning considers the probability that an area will be affected within a 
given timeframe and prepares people for a potential Evacuation Order. Evacuation Warnings 
are particularly necessary when dealing with a variety of issues such as special needs 
populations and large animals. 


Evacuation Order: Requires immediate movement of people out of an affected area due to an 
imminent threat to life. 


 


Shelters 


Temporary Evacuation Point (TEP): A location identified by Law Enforcement or Fire as a 
temporary place to evacuate to when a disaster or large‐scale incident strikes.  It does not 
include over‐night stays or provision of services for evacuees. Law Enforcement should provide 
a field representative at the TEP. 


Shelter: A short‐term place to house evacuees when a disaster or large‐scale incident requires 
people to be out of their homes for one or more nights. Shelters provide services and meals are 
typically run by the Red Cross. 


 


Road Closures 


Hard Closure: Closed to all traffic EXCEPT Fire and Law Enforcement. 


Soft Closure: Closed to all traffic EXCEPT Fire, Law Enforcement and Critical Incident Resources 
(i.e. utility companies, Damage Assessment Teams, CalTrans, County Roads, etc.)  


Residents Only Closure: Soft closure with the additional exceptions for residents and local 
government agencies assisting with response and recovery.
