Regular Agenda Items


1. Temporary Agritourism Community Events (T. Vertino)

This is a request for the Planning Commission to evaluate an amendment to the Agritourism Zoning Ordinance to define and set the criteria for Temporary Agritourism Community Events on agriculturally zoned land and remove the Zoning Verification Permit requirement for small agricultural stores. An addendum to the County of San Diego’s Agriculture Promotion Final Program Environmental Impact Report has been prepared for the project on file with PDS. The Planning Commission will provide recommendations to the Board of Supervisors.


2. Skyline Retirement Center; PDS2016-GPA-16-005; PDS2016-REZ-16-003; PDS2016-MUP-16-003; PDS2016-ER-16-19-001; Valle de Oro Community Plan Area (J. Smyser)

[bookmark: _GoBack]The project is a General Plan Amendment (GPA), Rezone (REZ), and Major Use Permit (MUP) for a senior living facility on an 8.9-acre property.  The proposed project is located on Campo Road east of the intersection with Via Mercado, within the Valle de Oro Community Plan Area in unincorporated San Diego County.  The proposed GPA would change the General Plan Regional Category from No Jurisdiction to Village, change the Land Use Designation from Open Space-Conservation (OS-C) to Village Residential (VR-30), and change the Village boundary in the Valle de Oro Community Plan.  The proposed REZ would change the Use Regulations from Transportation & Utility Corridor (S94) to Urban Residential (RU) and would change the height and setback regulations.  The proposed MUP would approve the construction of a senior living facility with a total of 232 units, including independent living and assisted living units, as well as associated parking and landscaping.  A Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) has been prepared for the project pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act and is on file with PDS as Environmental Review Number PDS2016-ER-16-19-001.  The Planning Commission will recommend to the Board of Supervisors whether to approve, modify, or deny the GPA, REZ, and MUP, and whether or not to adopt the MND.  (APNs 506-140-06, 07).

No appeal is provided for Commission decisions on Administrative Appeals, Variances, or Minor Use Permits; the Commission decision is final. Commission recommendations on General and Specific Plans (and Amendments), Zoning Ordinance Amendments, and Zoning Reclassifications, are automatically presented to the Board of Supervisors, so no appeal is necessary.
