What are the differences in the MSCP goals for
South County and North County?

The USFWS 5-Point policy requires more detail than previously required.

Is Escondido covered in the North County Plan?

Escondido is not covered. The North County Plan covers unincorporated
areas and Escondido is an incorporated area. The City of Escondido has a
draft plan that is not yet adopted.

How is the County handling proposed development
that is not in line with the General Plan
(amendments to the General Plan)?

All projects are assessed for whether they would impact MSCP/NCCP/HCP
plans — this applies to all projects, not just those that are currently
consistent with the General Plan. All projects are currently required to make
these findings under CEQA.

In addition, all projects must meet standards set in the Biological Mitigation
Ordinance once the Plan has been completed.

What entities will be managing and monitoring the
Preserve?

The County’s Department of Parks and Recreation is responsible for County
lands.

Any County-owned preserve above a certain size needs to have a Resource
Management Plan (RMP).

Another entity can monitor and manage per the County’s guidelines for
RMPs.

Feedback from group:

The adaptive management framework needs to be able to be implemented
on-the-ground.

There is a lack of funding or resources to protect areas, deal with conflicts
on site. Need to have legally binding objectives to protect biodiversity.
Equivalency study: it would be good for the County to highlight benefits of
the North County Plan (credits, monetary, benefits to the community).
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
