My name is Theresa Beauchamp. | am a 33 year resident of Encinitas and have served as a Physician Assistant in family
medicine for over 25 years. | support a redistricting map that includes Encinitas in the Coastal Corridor with Solana
Beach, Del Mar, La Jolla south to Coronado. Our sister cities hold the following common interests:

1. Environmental — Encinitas, Solana Beach, Del Mar south to Coronado residents love the beauty, exercise and
recreational opportunities provided by our coastline and ocean. As stewards of the coastline our combined political
voices have worked hard to successfully obtain federal and county resources to manage bluff erosion and sewage
runoff.
